Coinage Agreement Between Hamburg and Ltbeck

To all the faithful of Christr to whom these presents shall come,
the Advocate, Council, and Citizens of Hamburg give joy and greetings
in the Author of Salvation.

We wish it to be known to all people, that for the honor and true
love we have for them, we have agreed with and allied with our
beloved friends, the citizens of Liibeck, that the new denarii which are
now being struck in our city, and in Liibeck likewise, ought to weigh
thirty-nine solidi less two denarii to the mark, and so that the coins may
endure, the alloy should be of half an ounce.

We thus bind ourselves mutally to the promise that our frinds of
Liibeck will not strike any other new denarii, except these, with out our
consent, nor ought we in our turn to strike any other new denarii
without their consent. And it is further added that, if in the meantime it
should happen that both our lords, the counts, should die, which God
forbid, we of Hamburg should be held beyond suspicion by the citizens
of Liibeck by reason of the said promise.

Therefore, in order that this agreement between us and the
creizens of Liibeck may not be changed or broken, we have given this
present charter, here, written, to our beloved friends of Liibeck, sealed
with our seal, properly attested and sealed. Given at Hamburg in the
year of Our Lord 1255, on April thirtieth, on the vigil of the feast of St.
George.

Privileges Granted to German Merchants at Novgorod.

In the name of God, amen. Be it known to all the faithful of
Christ seeing these presents, that according to the charters possessed in
time past by the merchants living among the Ruthenians at Novgorod,
the following rights and privileges of theirs are known to have
existed.... When the merchants of Germany or Gothland come to
Birken Island in the realm of the King of Novgorod, they will be under
the peace and protection of the King and citizens of Novgorod; and the
citizens of Novgorod will be responsible for whatever injury is inflicted
upon them in the dominion of Novgorod. An the said merchants will
have the same peace and protection both in going to their homes, and in
leaving them. Moreover, when the merchants come to the water which
is called Nu, they will enjoy the same liberty which they have had in all
things in time past.

From the place where the boundaries of Novgorod begin the
guests may have free use of the forest, cutting what timber they needs,
both going and coming.

Also summer guests, when theyenter the land, will be under the
old peace, and if the guests wish it, the King, Borcravius the duke, and
the people of Novgorod will kiss the cross, just as is customary, in sign
of peace, concord, and love....

(Regulations concerning theft omitted):

When winter guests come to the torrent which is called Vorsch,
information will be given to the alderman of the ferrymen, who are
called Vorschkerle, so that the pilots may come in the morning; and
there will be one caldron, and no more, cooked for them on that
morning, and when this has been cooked and eaten, the ferrymen will
help the merchants. without delay; nor will any of them be taken care of
in light skiffs except the men be strong an trained, so that they may take
care of the goods of the guests. When the ferrymen come to the
fisherman’s tavern let them be paid, each one of them receiving eight
martens’ heads, and a pair of cloaks, or, in place of the cloaks three
martens heads, and then the guest may proceed without more delay.
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Moreover, when the guests come to the place which is called
gestalts, each ship will pay one mark kunen as thelony. A ship laden
with food such as meat, flour, wheat, or barley, will pay half a mark
kunen as thelony. But a ship laden with light food will pay nothing. The
toll-gatherer will examine the goods there for what should pay thelony,
but thelony will not be paid until the goods arrive at Novgorod.

When summer guests come to the torrent, which is called Vorsch
the ferrymen will take them immediately, without any delay, to the
fisherman’s inn, where, on arrival, each boat will pay to the ferrymen
four loaves of bread, and a scutella of butter: if they do not want bread,
two kunen will be given in place of each loaf, and three martens’ heads
for the butter.

To each ferryman will be given eight martens’ heads, and one
pair of cloaks,or ,in place of the cloaks,three martens’heads.The
summer guests will observe the same law for paying thelony as is given
above for winter guests.

When a guest brings, skiffs into Novgorod, if such skiffs meet
ships in Nu. Each skiff will receive its own price and a gammon of
bacon, or five marks kunen for the gammon. If the skiff meet merchants
in Lake Ladoga, or in the Volga, it will receive half the price, and half
the becon, or three marks kunen. If any skiff, piloted with other skiffs,
does not arrive at the appointed time, it will lose its fee. If any skiff,
piloted, but not laden, is wrecked or endangered in the descent, it
likewise will lose its fee. When the merchants ascend by skiffs, and
perchance some dispute arise between the merchants and the ferrymen,
or if an open quarrel occur, and the strife be settled agreement, the
dispute should not be aired further.

When the merchants ascend the Volga and come to Ritsagen, the
servants of the merchants will not enter Ritsagen on the first day, but
they will enter and leave it on the second day when they come to
Dhrelleborch. When a guest has put his things into a skiff, and because
of an accident, the skiff may have been endangered wrecked, the
ferryman will not be responsible for this to the test, but he will be
responsible for the length of time spent in trying the things. The guest
will sustain the damage incurred When the merchants are in Nu,
according to the ancient law, the test may trade freely with the
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Carelians, and the men of Ingria, hen guests enter Novgorod vehicles
should be ready to carry their ods, and fifteen kunen will be given for
each skiff load; the said ; will be paid within fifteen days. The men of
Gothland will give, lunen for the hauling of their goods.

When the guests leave the court of the Germans they will give
skiffs half a mark kunen for the descent of the river.

The courts of the Germans and of the men of Gothland and eir
guests will be free, so that the citizens of Novgorod cannot ace any
restrictions on their persons, or on their bringing, having selling goods.
The courts of the said guests ought to be free so at if any one commit an
offense, and flee to them, he should not surrendered into the hand of
any one, but he ought to be fended for it, if it be the law in his own
church.

Also, no town crier, called schelke, out to enter the courts of e
men of Gothland and Germany, but a messenger of the duke enter the
court. If a Ruthenian offend a guest, the duke and a alderman of
Novgorod will be informed and they will settle a case; but if a guest
offend a Ruthenian, the alderman of the rest will be told, and no one
will take him by force, but the lerman of the guests will offer his hand
for the accused in order bring him to reason.

Also, the please of the guests between guests and Ruthenians
must made in the court of St. John before the duke, the alderman, the
citizens of Novgorod, and no others.

Also the guard which is called biriz has no right to enter the urt,
not even as far as the entrance to the court, since it is not cording to the
ancient law.

(Regulations concerning weapons and violence omitted):

Also the guests can sell their goods freely and indifferently to
coming to their court because it makes little or no difference the
merchants that there be trade between a guest or a man Novgorod. It
will be the same concerning purchase and sale tside the court, and in
that the said merchants will lose nothing. Guests may send their
children freely and without hindrance in the land to learn the language
wherever they wish.
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Also from the church of St. Nicholas to the court of the guests
the court must not be occupied with buildings as far as the street. They
cemetery of St. peter will be hedged in just as was customary in the past
, and in the same way for the court of the Germans and the men of
Gorthland.

The churches of St. Peter and St.Nicholas in Upper Ladoga ought
to keep their meadows according to ancient custom........

Also, no guest from Germany or Gothland is expected to go on a
military expedition, nor shall he be forced to do so by law.

If a guest coming from the upper parts of the country wish to go
towards Gothland he will give to the church of St. Paetniza a mark of
silver and no more.

Also, if a guest must make an accusation against a Ruthenian he
will have two guests and two Ruthenians (as witnesses): Likewise for a
Ruthenian making an accusation against a German.

If a Ruthenian and a guest disagree in their testimony, and
neither wish to testify first, they will draw lots as to which will testify
first, and he who does so will show the other to be guilty in the case in
question.

If any Ruthenian ought to pay a debt to guests and to Ruthenians,
he will pay the guest before he pays the Ruthenian: but if he have not
sufficient to pay the guest, he will be forced into the servitude of the
guest together with his wife and children, and if the guest wishes he
may take him away, provided, however, that he offer him publicly for
redeption before he take him away . But if any one intercede for him he
will pay the debt to the guest.

Also, if a clerk in holy orders, an alderman, or a messenger, be
killed by some mischance, which God forbid, double amends will be
paid, i.e., twenty marks of silver; but if another be killed, amends will
be made with ten marks of silver; but a man’s servant will be atoned for
by three marks of silver; the wound- ing of a freeman will be atoned for
by the payment of two marks of silver; the wounding of a serf with half
a mark. He who has slapped another will pay half a mark of silver.

Scales should be adjusted twice a year if it seem expedient,
likewise for silver scales. Goods which a guest brings must be weighed
a the court on the scales just as was formely done in the weighting
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place, and the weighe will receive nine skins. Goods which guest buys
from a Ruthenian, the Ruthenian will present o the sales without
expense to the guest, but the guest will give the either nine skins and
not more. Whatever weigher is decreed, ad on whatever scales he will
weigh, he will kiss the cross that a weighs justly for both parties to the
transaction. The weigher silver will weigh without fee from the sad
guests. Whatever lyer the assayer receives from the guests for testing he
will subact the alloy from such silver as he receives from him. When a
test has his own silver weighed the weighing must be on one scale, it
there may be a second weihing if it pleases the guest. If any test should
sell his silver to the assayer of silver, and he who receives it does not
receive what the weigher of the silver weighed or him, then the citizens
of Novgorod shall be responsible for this. Stater or lode, which is called
cap ought to contain by weight ought Livonian talents. Also the guest
should measure his goods the rope of St. Peter.

When the summer and winter guests leave the court and come
the torrent, then, if they wish, they will take a pilot or vorschkert, whom
they will give eight martens’ heads and one loaf of bread. Any winter
or summer guests in the court, having horses, may a them freely for
bringing or taking away their goods, or those a brother using his own
horses.

The court of the men of Gothland, with the church and cemetery
St. Ofaf, and the adjacent meadows, will be free in all things St as they
have been in ancient times.

Also, the court of the gild where these same men of Gothland
sell their goods is not expected to assist in the repair of the bridge in
any way.

They above laws and liberties, which the guest merchants in the
dominion of the lord King, and in the boundaries of Novgorod, ask to
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be decreed, will be applied favorably to the men of Novgorod when
they come to Gothland. Amen.1229.

The Hanse Towns

thoroughly German it was is made clear by the following :

Bergen, Bruges, Novgorod were not Hanse towns, but Kontors;
the Eastern (Polish) Hanse towns were German colonies. The only
possible exception is the strange case of Dinant.

Amongst the towns which temporarily belonged to the German
hanse, there 1s none of which the conditions and relations to the League
would appear more mysterious than this town, situated on the rivers
Meuse and Sambre, in the bishopric of Liege. The merchants of Liege
appear already in Anglo Saxon times among the privileged, like those
of Hogge and Vivelle; but Dinant is never mentioned. This town
obtained for itself from King Edward III in 1329, May 15, a special
recognition for an unlimited period of the privileges granted by King
Edward I to the Spanish and other foreign merchants, and confirmed by
himself (Edward III) on July 8, 1328, for a term of three years. In this
document the town is referred to as the town Dynant in Almayn, the
bishopric of Liege having always belonged to Germany. It is, therefore,
remarkable that this town considered it necessary to obtain for itself a
special privilege while other Hanseatic towns had ceased to bother
about individual privileges. The citizens of Dinant, however, seem soon
to have attached themselves to the German confederation, at least as far
as London was concerned, as we find it proved, fifteen years later, in
1344, at the Royal Court of Chancery, that they were members of the
German Guildhall, and as such entitled to share in the enjoyment of the
privileges granted to the merchants belonging to the same. This
document already proves clearly that under the designation
“Dynanters” are meant not only German merchants living there. But we
cannot find Dinant mentioned at any Hanseday nor in any list of the
federated towns. Its merchants seem, from this, to have incorporated
themselves only with the London “factory” Yet King Edward III gives
again, 1359, to the Dynanters a separate safe conduct. In the London
statute from 1437 Dinant appears in our MS. After Cologne, while it is
not mentioned in others. Also, it missing from the statutes of the Kontor
from 1554.
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The number of Dinanters or the importance of their commerce
must, nevertheless, have been for some time great, as they had a
separate hall, and perhaps other buildings in or next to the Steelyard.
When in 1369 the town of London paid to the King an extraordinary
war contribution, it demanded from the foreign merchants residing at
London the sum of £62 sterling from which sum the Germans ought to
have paid£40, and the Dinanters £22.

..... this money should be gathered in from the houses which
stood in the ward.... So they asked from us 60lb sterl., this is to be
understood from the Germans 40 lb, and from the Dynanters 22 Ib,
from which demand we did not owe anything nor need we give, by
freedom which the king has sealed us. And because we did not want to
pay or give this aforesaid demand after their will, so they came and
sealed up our store rooims and chambers after the time and opened up
the storerooms and took goods out and carried them to the English
Guildhall, there the goods were priced and sold. So members were
ordered to talk to the king and make him understand this matter. The
king answered; let us beware our freedom. And there upon we followed
up this matter before the Mayour, Recorder, and Alderman of London.

The MS. ends by saying that they agreed to pay half of the
amount asked for, and this not by force or by their right, but by their
free will.

This unequal proportion seems explicable only by the size of the
buildings occupied by the Dinanters. The name of the Dynanter Hall
was preserved among the Steelyard buildings till they were burnt down
in 1666.

Of the Hanseatic relations of Dinant we hear only once more.
The town, which had become very wealthy through its commerce and
its copper workers- the pots and other goods were commonly called
”Dynanteric” - had particularly inflamed the ire of the enemy in the war
waged by Duke Philip the Good of Burgundy against the Liegers.
Dinant, in 1466, was completely destroyed by the besiegers and by fire.
Its merchants took flight to the friendly town of Huy. Being now
inhabitants of this town, they could no more claim their privileges in
England. The Bishop of Liege, however, by negotiations with the
Kontor of Bruges, and later with the Hanse towns, succeeded in
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obtaining for them from the hanse, under the 4th April 1471,
permission to enloy their privileges for another twenty years. After this
time the name of Dynant vanishes from the history of the Hanse, and
we come across her in only one other case: on 9th November 1471,
Edward 1V permitted the merchants and smiths ( officium bateria) of
the town of Middleburg, although they were not included in the
German Hanse, all the prerogatives and exemptions which they from
Dinant had enjoyed in the whole kingdom before their town was
destroyed. Here we have, then, another quite unexpected recognition of
the position of Dinant in the German Hanse and its prerogatives in
England. Middleburg, however, is not counted among the Hanse towns,
not even in London, as shown in the statute of 1554.

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THE ANGEVINS AND GERMANY

The following extracts from German authorities may help to
elucidate the relations between Germany and England in Angevin
times:

By giving one of his daughters in marriage to Henry the Lion,
Henry II of England had outlined a Guelph policy for his dynasty. To
this principle, which is, in an immeasurable degree, at the root to the
destruction of German unity, the Italian towns, as well as those of
Southern and Northern Germany, have to thank for their wonderfully
quick growth into almost autonomous communities. The election of the
Emperor Otto 1V, the Guelph who for the first time had pushed aside
the Hohenstaufen, had been carried through by aid of his uncle, Richard
Coeur de Lion, and the English money paid by him.

The Cologners stuck to Otto to the last; even after the battle of
Bouvines, where Otto and John were beaten by French arms and
Hohenstaufen policy, they clung to him.

When the great Emperor Frederic 11 died, after a long reign full
of changes, and soon after him his successors had found their tragic
end, there appears among the aspirants to the throne of the divided
empire a Prince from the House of Plantagenet as representative of the
Guelph idea-Richard of Cornwall, the brother of Henry III of England .
To him the Hanse is indebted for its recognition in England . Already
King John had endowed the Bremeners with the same rights as the
Cologners possessed- now soon afterwards there follow the
Hamburgers, the people of Lubeck, and the outposts of the Hanse:
Rostock, Wismar, Stralsund, and Greifswald. Jealous of the pushing
North Germans, the Cologners grumbled-but, grumble as they would,
in 1260 Henry III issued the great privilege to all the merchants of

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Almain who possess at London the house which is called the Teutonic
Guildhall, the Aula Teutonicorum.

Eleanor, the wife of King Henry II of England, heiress to the
County of Poitou and the duchy of Guyenne, which was combined with
Gascogne and Navarre, had enriched the crown, of England, to which
already belonged the duchies of Normandy and Anjou, by certain
important possessions held as "Lehen" from the King of France. In the
last years of the twelfth century, Otto, soon afterwards Emperor Otto
IV, appears as Duke of Guyenne and Count of Poitou.

Richard Coeur de Lion, invited by an embassy of the
Archbishops of Cologne and Mayence and other German princes to
assist at the election of a Roman King, had scruples about going in
person, and preferred to send his ambassadors. He intended that the
Imperial Crown should go to his nephew, the Palatine Henry. Henry not
having returned from a Crusade, and the election being a most pressing
business, he induced the princes to elect the Duke Otto, Henry's
brother. An embassy was sent to the Duke at Poitou with the news of
his election, and from there, enriched by presents from his uncle, the
new King traveled to Germany, Mean-while Richard furthered the
affairs of his nephew at the Court of Rome, where his munificence was
most useful to Otto. From merchants at Placentia he borrowed 2125
marks, which amount he sent o the Pope, through the Bishops of Anjou
and Bangor.

Besides the gifts from Richard, a petition by the German princes,
dated the 29th December 1198, was presented to the Pope. In this
petition they applied for the Pope's confirmation of the election.

Innocent III thereupon was delighted to declare Otto to be the
worthiest of the princes to bear the Roman Crown.
