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          The state Is obliged to provide everyone 
in the community who sponsored the standard of 
living that it deserves, through processing the fair 
distribution of wealth in a beeline from the rush 
of individual activity, and set the standards of 
social justice, given that wealth is that part of the 
entry that was provided and the accumulation 
with time. 
     Determines the distribution of income norm 
for the acquisition of property and wealth and 
distribution , and inheritance and wills in order to 
prevent concentration in the side and depriving 
another aspect of the society of which , the more 
true justice in the distribution of wealth in a 
society that was closer to the fair distribution of 
income , as permitted income also to individuals 
as a result of their work and production in all 
economic activities , as well as on that of 
inheritance and gifts, bequests and gifts that 
convey the elements of wealth and property from 
one generation to another. 
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
