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Abstract:

The forms and images of the bull appeared on many of
pictorial views and artistic pieces, which represented important
religious and political indicators in predynastic. This was
evident in the graffiti found in the Eastern and Western desert of
Egypt. Moreover, this was also found in the graves of Nepta
Playa and Hierakolpolis, carved statues, amulets, utensils, knives
clutches and palettes. Therefore, these shapes and forms reflect
the important position of this animal in the dogmatic intellect of
the ancient Egyptians since pre-history times, and which
crystallized and evolved after that.
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
