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The Research Summary

Sultan Mohammed Wahidudddin is known as Sultan
Mohammed VI (1861 - 1926). He is considered a significant figure
in the history of the Ottoman State as he was the last Ottoman
sultan who witnessed the end of the Ottoman State and the
establishment of the Turkish Republic in 1923. His name then has
been associated with a number of actions and statements that
accuses him of treason. Historians, contemporary writers and
politicians have varied opinions around the personality of Sultan
Mohammed and his role in the final stage of the Ottoman State.
Arab library hasn’t to date a complete study concerning Sultan
Wahiduddin, therefore many of his stands haven’t been explained
and remained forgotten and undisclosed.

Sultan Mohammed Wahiduddin who was described as a traitor,
had no opportunity to defend himself and explain his stands. This
Sultan, who has been raised under his brother Sultan Abdul Hamid
care, was the closest to him in shape and personality. Sultan Abdul
Hamid has trained him and frequently invited him to attend his
Court to be aware of his  political thinking.

The subject of the research is divided into two sections:

The first section includes an objective study of the Sultan

Mohammed Wahiduddin through Turkish sources and references.
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The second section includes a translation of a book entitled:
“Wahiduddin” by the Turkish writer, Najib Fazil kisakorek.

The study covered a period from 1918 to 1922.
It consists of an Introduction and six chapters. The Introduction
deals with the Ottoman State at the end of World War I. The first
chapter talks about the Sultan, his life and character. The second
chapter reviews the status of the Ottoman State during the reign of
Sultan Mohammed Wahiduddin.
