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Summary

This study aims to identify some moral symbols in the interpretations of
Philo of Alexandria, one of the most important Jewish philosophers in the late
post-Aristotle stage of the history of Greek philosophy. The study raised a central
question: What are the moral symbols represented in Philo of Alexandria’s
interpretations of the biblical text? In addition to clarifying the most important
principles and mechanisms of symbolic interpretation in Philon and focusing on

some interpretations related to the subject of the study.
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
