Research Obijectives:

Through knowing the influence of using the educational
modules strategy in some of the teaching skills for the teaching
student for the secondary stage in the ficld of planning the
lesson, implementing the lesson, managing the session. The
following secondary objectives, arc determined:

a) Their collection of knowledge in these teaching skills.
b) Some teaching skills linked to their performances.

Research Questionnaires:

In the light of the current research problem, it is required

to measure the validity of the following questionnaires:
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1) What is the influence of using the educational modules for

the teaching student on his knowledge ?

2) What is the influence of using the educational modules for
the teaching student in some of the teaching skills related to

his performance ?

Research Methodology:

The Researcher used the experimental schedule using the
experimental design for two groups where one of them is

Experimental Group and the other 1s a Control Group.

Research Population & Sample:

The Research Population consisted of the Fourth Year
Students, the teaching applied student, in the Sports Education
College, Helwan University for the Academic Year (2012 —
2013) whose numbers are 144 students. The Research Sample
consisted of (30) students which were divided into two equal
groups, the first group is experimental (15) students and the

second group is control (15) students.

Research Tools:

A Test (Correct & Wrong, One Sclection from Multi),
Notice Card, Educational Modules.
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First: Introduction

Nowadays, there is an increasing need to apply the
scientific intellect and the scientific, practical and technical
methods in designing and 1mplementing the educational
methodologies and the methods of teaching them to reach the
highest standards of performance based on the students
capabilities, inclinations and features in various teaching levels
and with various aspects and environments in which they live.
The use of various technology in the fields of sports education,
1s a must if we want to catch up with the civilization where there
rose new teaching skills linked to the use of the educational
techniques which lead us to re-consider the teacher preparation
programs between now and then to enable the teachers before
joining in the profession to perfect these skills whose use
became necessary because it assist them to provide important
clarifications to the teachers.

Second: The Research Problem:

The Preparation process which precedes the class teaching
process, plays an important role in the success of the teaching
process and any attempt to implement one of the lessons without
a pre-preparation, is a failed attempt to achieve the educational
objectives and wasting of both the teacher and learner times
where the educational process is an integrated process between
the teacher and the learner. The teacher preparation process is

important to achieve the objectives of the educational process
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and to raise the educational efficiency where the teacher is the
source for solving many of the educational problems in the
educational institute. The educational renewal revolution cannot
succeed without lead by a well-prepared teacher in all the fields
contributing in the development of the educational process
where the teacher directs and participates with his students in
producing targeted educational results in their teaching journey.
The traditional sports education is the domineering formula used
in our schools where we must introduce equilibrium between the
teaching skills and the educational skills. For the sports
education teacher to face the challenges and the new
responsibilities, he has to train himself by himself and learn
throughout his life time and must cooperate with his teachers
colleagues and perfect the communication skills and the self-
learning.

During the last few years, in the advanced countries the
methods of teaching which use the education technology
through the use of most used means in the universities which 1s
something which lacks out societies.

Some of the used teaching strategics do not make the
student acquire some of the necessary teaching skills during the
field application, and therefore, the researcher attempted to use
some modern teaching strategies which can make the student
teacher gain some teaching skills through the educational

modules.
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Third: Research Importance

The practical education is of great importance in the
teachers preparation program as it 1s considered the initial stage
for the teaching student in the actual implementing of what he
learnt during his study period in the college through his work in
the schools. Therefore, the mmportance of the practical
education for the teaching student lies in that it provides him the
experts which helps him in performing his work independently
through practice and real experience in the practical life in the
schools based on the reality of the individual differences
between the individuals. Therefore, appeared educational new
methods use by the teachers in attempts to achieve the
individual education and proposed small teaching units
(Modules) which is a method which 1s within what is called the
self-teaching where each module covers a certain subject from
the study subjects and each unit is independent in which its
teaching components arc integrated in it. At the same time, we
can design a number of these modules where each one of them
covers a certain study subject which is taught by the learner
according to planned procedure. As a whole, these modules
represent a complete academic curriculum because these
educational modules enjoy features and characteristics which
contribute in the self-learning where they introduced the concept
of the modular methodology and the presenters of the academic

schedules in all the reaching stages in the advanced countries,
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concentrated on building curriculums based on the educational
modules.

Fourth: The Research Objectives:

Through the design of a proposed strategy for the

educational modules for the teaching student.

The Researcher aims at identifying the following:

1) The influence of using the educational modules for the
teaching student in his knowledge acquirement.

2) The influence of using the educational module for the
teaching student in some of the teaching skills relate to his
performance.

Fifth: The Research Questionnaires:

This Study attempts to answer the following
questionnaires:

1) The influence of using the educational modules for the
teaching student over his knowledge acquirements.

2) The 1influence of using the educational modules for the
teaching student in some of the teaching skills related to his
performance.

Sixth: The Research Procedures:

1) The Research Methodology: The Rescarcher used the

experimental methodology using the experimental design of
two groups; one of them 1s experimental which is taught
using the (Educational Modules) to develop the teaching
skills for them. The other group is the (Control) Group which
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is taught using the currently followed method (explanation
and presentation). The post and pre measurement for the
experimental and control groups.

2) The Research Population & Sample: The Research

Population consists of the Fourth Year Students i.e. the
teaching student in the Sports Education College for Boys in
the Al-Haram Area, Cairo Governorate Centre for the
Academic Year (2012 — 2013) whose number was 144
students distributed over the schools. The Research Sample
consisted of the fourth year students whose number was 32
students whose Ages Range between (22 — 24) years from
various areas of Cairo Governorate and who were distributed
over Cairo and Giza Governorates based on the system
followed by the Sports Education College and the Education
Ministries where the number of students in the one school
ranges between (3 — 5) students. The Researcher selected the
sample using the Random Method whose number equals 30
students. It was divided into two equal groups, the First is
Experimental (15) students and with it was followed the
method of teaching with the educational modules in some of
the teaching skills. The second group 1s the Control Group
(15) students with which was used the currently followed
method (explanation and presentation) to gain some teaching

skills. The explanatory studies were performed on a sample
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containing (12) students on the original population society
and from outside the main research sample.

Seventh: The Research Tools:

To achieve the two research objectives, and to test its

hypotheses, the researcher used the following two tools:

1) Knowledge Test (Correct and Wrong, One selection from
many).

2) Observation Card (Lesson Planning, Implementing the
lesson, Managing the session).

3) Three Educational Modules (Lesson Planning, Implementing
the Lesson, Session Management Strategy).

Eighth: The Research Implementation Procedures:

The Researcher applied the teaching strategy on the main
resecarch sample whose number equals (30) students who
participated in the field training subject or the actual application
in the schools in the Cairo and Giza Governorates. They were
divided according to the educational system followed between
the college and the ministry of education where the number of
students in each school were (3-5) students. The researcher
obtained the official approvals from the concerned parties to
enter the schools and to follow the research sample. The
Research Sample was divided into two groups: The
Experimental Group and a Control Group where the first
experimental group were distributed over four schools.

Teaching was done using the educational modules method at the
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rate of (2) sessions weekly over a period of (8) weeks and the
time for each session is (45) minutes. The second group was the
control group which was distributed over five schools in which
teaching was performed using the currently followed method
(explanation and presentation) at the rate of (2) sessions weekly
and for (8) weeks with the session period equals (45) minutes.

Ninth: Data Collection & Tabulation:

The researcher calculated the results accurately after
completing the application of the post testing of the observation
test and the observation card and organizing the results and their
tabulation and processing them using the statistical methods
where the researcher used the Statistical Program (SPSS) to

process the data statistically. The Researcher used the following

Statistical Methods:

e The Arithmetical Mean. * Standard Deviations.

e The Percentages. * Pearson Correlation
Coefficient

e Alpha Chronbach Coefficient * Chi Square Test.

e Differences implication between the Two Ratios.

First: The Conclusions: In the light of the research results, the

researcher concluded the following items:

1- The effectiveness of the educational modules strategy in
developing the knowledge side linked to the lesson planning,
implementing the lesson, managing the session, in the sports

education lessons for the experimental research sample.
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2- The effectiveness of the educational modules strategy in
developing the performance side linked to the planning of the
lesson, implementing the lesson, managing the session in the
sports education lessons for the experimental research sample..
3- The strategy of the educational modules, contributed in
providing some of the teaching skills for the student in the
secondary school stage in Arab Republic of Egypt.

4- The ability to cope with the technological developments
where the method of teaching with the educational modules, 1s
based on the self-teaching and the individualization of the
teaching.

5- The ability to implement the educational modules method for
the student in the sports education to develop their teaching
skills.

6- Identifying the teaching skills list required for the student in
the sports education for the secondary schools stage.

The Research Recommendations:

In the light of the results, the researcher reached the
following recommendations:
1) Using a strategy of educational modules for the student /
teacher and in accordance with the teaching skills - planning -

implementation - managing the classroom
2)Approving the teaching skills list reached by the researcher in

this research to become the basis for teaching method in the
future for the applied students in the sports education in the

secondary stage.
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3)Planning and preparing the teaching skills for the applied
teachers in the light of their actual needs through exploring their
opinions in the skills which they find out that they need it.
4)Utilizing from the tools specific to this Research: That is the
Study Test — Observation Card used in developing the teaching
skills fir the students’ teachers who are applying in the sports
education for the secondary stage.

5)Utilizing from this teaching method and attempting to
generalize it over all the teaching students in the sports
education for the secondary stage.

6)The necessity to utilize the modern technological advances
especially those related to the individualization of the teaching
and the educational modules.

7)Training the students teachers on practicing the methods of
the continuous sclf-evaluation and to identify the strong and
weak aspects in their performances of the teaching skills and
then working on supporting the strong aspects and developing
the deficiency aspects.

8)Performing studies for the teaching methods for the students
teachers to understand the strong and weak aspects and
specifying the superiority aspects to support them and the
deficient aspects so as to avoid them.

9)Considering the equilibrium between the Theoretical and

Practical aspects in using the educational modules strategy and
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utilizing the specialists in the field of methods of teaching and

preparing teaching cadres in this field.

10) Caring about employing the educational means from the

side of the students teachers and using specialists in the

production of the educational means.

11) There must be a field follow up by the concerned
institutions to know the influence of this strategy in raising
the teaching skills of the student teacher.

12) The necessity to continue to provide new teaching methods
which develop the teaching skills for the students/teachers

applying in the sports education.
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
