The digital endowment research discusses the endowment in the digital
world, demonstrates its provisions as well as some issues related to this
subject. This research includes an introduction, preface, five chapters and
conclusion as follows:

The research introduction:

The introduction demonstrates importance of this subject, reasons for
selecting it, previous studies, characteristics of this research in addition to
research plan and approach.

The preface:
The preface includes three topics, the first topic discusses endowment in

general, defines the digital content, demonstrates the working method of
digital equipments, reasons for calling it with this name. Then, this preface
defines the digital endowment, the subject of this research.

As about the second topic, it adapts the digital endowment, demonstrates
that the digital endowments are endowed moral rights. Also, it discusses the
financial rights and demonstrates that the meaning of money includes
notables and non-notables. So, it i1s included in the provisions of
endowment in general and it reviews evidences of legality of endowment,
discusses problems related to it and demonstrates that the digital
endowments are legal project of great reward and higher effect.

At the end of the preface, the third topic demonstrates provisions that
should be considered in digital endowments that include provisions of
setting up digital endowment and provisions necessary to consider it digital
endowment.

The first chapter:

This chapter 1s divided into two topics, the first one demonstrates the
main forms of digital endowment: the digital site, digital account, digital
program and digital file.

This chapter demonstrates positive and negative aspects of each element,
requirements to set them up and the extent of their continuity. As about the
second topic, it adapts these forms and demonstrates that they don’t deviate
from the scope of the adaptation of the digital endowments in general and
then demonstrates the most outstanding differences among them.
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The second chapter:

This chapter demonstrates the provisions related to supervising these
endowments. The first topic identifies the individual who deserves the
supervision of these endowments, the provisions that should be available in
him, the extent of achieving efficiency in supervisors according to types
and conditions of the endowment. This topic also differentiates between the
required works of supervisors specialized in digital technology and required
works for others. It sets up important rules and regulations in selecting
these supervisors and then adds special provisions related to the digital
endowment supervisors such as efficiency and honesty that should be
available in them.

As about the second topic, it demonstrates provisions of replacing the
supervisor 1n the digital endowment and divides the reasons for
replacement to replacement for legal reason and replacement for illegal
reason (technical or others). As about the replacement for a legal reason, it
is related to the rule of violating the supervisor to the condition or provision
of the donor because he believes that it is illegal either when the donor
indicates abiding by certain ideology or saying or in case he doesn’t
indicate any thing. These two cases have details and regulations. Also, the
replacement for a legal reason includes the violation of the supervisor to the
previous supervisor rather than the donor. All these cases include details
but the basic rule in these cases is respecting provisions and conditions the
donor indicates and not violating them except the supervisor considers them
illegal and he is industrious or when this opinion is issued by industrious
individual. As about other cases, the supervisor should change what he
considers illegal when he is industrious or when this opinion is issued by an
industrious individual.

As about replacement for illegal reason, such as technical reasons, it is
related to the agreement of replacement to the law and achievement of the
interest of the donor. So, the supervisor has the right to replace when the
mentioned rules and regulations in this topic are achieved.

The third topic discusses guaranteeing the supervisor in the digital
endowment. It demonstrates that the supervisor is honest and he is not
guaranteed in case of his violation or negligence. This topic demonstrates
some aspects of violation and negligence as well as the most important
forms of damage and loss that the supervisor of the digital endowment is
not guaranteed in.

The fourth topic discusses provisions related to the supervision of the
digital endowment. This topic displays issues and actions that the
supervisor should perform or know in the digital endowment that their
negligence 1s considered negligence in the supervision of the digital
endowment. Also, this topic discusses the issue of programming the digital
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endowment to perform its work automatically without any follow up.
Moreover, it demonstrates that the provision or rule of this issue is related
to its achievement to the interest of the endowment. For example, in case it
achieves the interest and abides by rules and regulations, it will be valid and
good and in case it loses any of these elements, it will not be valid or good.
This topic moves to discuss the secondary benefits and gains of the
supervisor from the endowment and it gives details and discusses the two
issues of: the provision of pious act in the endowed element and
participation in pious act. After discussing them, this topic divides the
provision of the issue according to intent and aim of pious act or not and
according to the prevailing intent or aim of the donor. Finally, this topic
provides some examples of the secondary gains and benefits and
demonstrates their provisions.

The third chapter:

As about the third chapter, it is discusses disposal of the digital
endowment. The first topic in this chapter demonstrates method of disposal
of digital endowment and demonstrates their provisions. This topic begins
with the changing of the digital endowment to normal endowment keeping
its asset or its removal. It demonstrates that the changing and in the same
time keeping the asset is in its reality the expansion of the situation. As
about the changing and at the same time the removal of the asset, it is
interpreted based on the provision of the endowment authority related to the
change that indicates that it is possible for the endowment authority to
change the digital endowment as the donor doesn’t indicate this. Then, this
topic demonstrates that changing the digital endowment to another digital
one is possible and worth rather than changing it to traditional endowment.

The topic after that discusses the issue of replacing the endowment and it
demonstrates the provision of replacing the endowment in general and it
demonstrates that it is possible to replace it to achieve the prevailing
interest. Then, it demonstrates that this provision applies to the digital
endowment because the meaning of the general endowment includes it.

This topic indicates that incorporation of the digital endowment with
another digital one 1s possible because incorporation is included in the
meaning of the change of the endowment authority and the meaning of
replacing it and consequently it obtains their provision.

This topic also discusses the issue of expanding or narrowing its scope
or field as its provision is issued based on the provision of widening or
narrowing the traditional endowment as it is possible to achieve expansion
or narrowing to achieve the interest abiding by mentioned regulations and
taking into consideration the details demonstrated within the topic.
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As about the second topic, it discusses the provision of rules violating
the nature of the endowment and their applications. This topic indicates the
nullity and voidness of these provisions noting the importance of close
examination of the provision to know the extent of its violation to the
nature of the endowment as all illegal provisions are not violating the
nature of the endowment. Then, this topic concludes with illustrating some
applications of these provisions.

The fourth chapter:

This chapter discusses the issue of spending on the digital endowment.
The first topic discusses methods of supporting digital endowment. It
demonstrates their kinds from the investment aspect as they may be
investment endowment or commercial ones that their revenue is spent in
charitable aspects. Also, they may not be investment endowment, but they
are endowments in themselves. Also, this topic divides these endowments
in terms of the revenue to two divisions: the first one is the kind that
doesn’t generate any revenue and the second one is the endowment that
generates revenue from an investment activity.

This topic concludes that the source of spending on endowment may be
external or internal. The external spending is the foreign or external support
as its form is demonstrated. As about the internal spending, it is the self-
support that has various types and forms this topic demonstrates some of
them as follows: general publicity, publicity within the advertising agent,
donations links, selling, leasing, brokerage, advertising changing links and
included publicity.

Then, 1t discusses the legal provisions of these methods and
demonstrates that these forms are legal in spending on endowment when
the donor takes into consideration the necessary legal issues in each of
them. However, the self-support types need more details to demonstrate
what the donor wants to know in order to avoid unlawful acts. Also, they
need to set up some regulations that the donor should abide by.

As about the second topic, it discusses the importance of protecting the
digital endowment, limits of spending of the supervisor on it. Also, it
demonstrates the importance of protecting the digital endowment as this
protection is included in the meaning of caring for the endowment he is
responsible for as negligence is dangerous to the endowment. However,
method of protection and degree of care for the endowment vary according
to the nature and conditions of the endowment and issues related to it as
this topic details this issue objectively.

This chapter includes recommendations and suggestions related to the
digital endowment. The first topic demonstrates the most outstanding
advantages and disadvantages of the digital endowment. Then, the second
topic presents guidelines and advices related to digital endowment and then
it demonstrates the useful fields that we should focus on and benefit from
them.

As about the third topic, it discusses what should be taken into
consideration in the digital endowment instrument. It focuses on
demonstrating elements that should be considered in the digital endowment
instrument and details and regulations related to it in order to formulate the
instrument in a proper manner.
