Ancestors of the al-Sabah family, the ruling dvnasty of Kuwait,
cmigrated from central Soudi Arabia (Najd province) inthe 17th century
and fivst setthed at Unim Qarr (how the site of a proposed lragi port de-
velopment, acvens towhich has been abissue lor some time between Iraq
ant Kuwail), Dviven from this focation by the Turks, the family estab-
lished itsel at Kuwait inthe 18Uh centuny . brom then until World War 1,
these munor rulers shitied allegi.mee according to the exigencies of local
dynastic wae i pressures by larger powers,

Inthe Jater vears of the 18th century, the family and town were un-
der Persian suzerainty, and Kuwail rivalled Basra as a port for the inte-
rior of Mesopolaimia up tu Damascus. However, in 1829 the then ruler
had to acknowledye the suzerainty of Tuikey and pay tribute to the OL-
toman Porte. Incturn for a suh:;i(ly, the Kawaiti navy protected the
mouth of the Shatt al- Arvab in the name of the Porte. In 1869-70, the
Kunwaiti Ruler joined energetic Turkish Sultan Midhat Pasha in a mili-
tary campaign into Arabia that vcanguicred ol - asa province, which, for
atime, was yoverned rom Basraas the Turkish province of Najd. There-
after, the Shaykliol Kuwail formally accepted the Turkish definition of
his position and was aceepled by the Porte as de jure ruler of Kuwail,

Status Repeat on Bt Situation

On July 20, 1961, the Arab League Council passed a Saudi-pro-
jrosed resalution on Kusail, s principal pointsinclude: (@) Kuwait will
asle for the withdoaowat of British troops as soon as possible, (b) [raqg
should undertabe not to use orce in connection with Kuwait, () any
Kinwait desire toomnite or federale with Arab League member states
should be suppoited, ey wek oming Kuwait’s membership in the Arab
Leagueand (o promising Arab slates” support for Kuwait's application
for UUN membershiup, and (1) stating that the Arab League will take
“pracical assislanee” 1o waleguard Kowait's independence. The Iraqi
delepate stalked out ol the Arab League mecting when Kuwait was ad-
mitled. There is no nedication, however, that Iraq wilb withdraw peria-
nentle from the League, althouph it may keep itz participation in
suspense for o e

With respect 1o the “practical assistance” cited above, Secratary
Geueral Lissanna is reportedly planning to explore this matter and will
shortly visit Avab capitals with a view to ascertaining the possibility of
obtaining Arab troop contingents to replace the British troops in Ku-
watl. Thus, the search foran “Arab solution” to the Kuwait prablem ap-
pears to be progressing, satisfactorily. Such a colution should provide
the British with a convenient peg on which (o hang troop withdrawal,
While Kunvaiti membershipin the Arab Ieague has not cansed Iraq to
dropits claim and is not likely Lo do o, it should prevent any overt ac-
tion by dray.

The foregoing developments ave in line with the view expressed by
the American Consal in Kuwail (Kuwait's 26)* that a combination of
Kowaitt membership in the Arab feague and in the UN, caupled with
the British readiness and capability to respond with mililary lorces to
the Ruler's request far aid, is probhably sufticient prolection for Kuwait.
This might be supplemented further by a UK military training mission
in Kuwail.
