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Summary of the study
Title of the study: The Libyan Audience Attitudes towards the role

of Talk Show Program in Dealing with 17th February Revolution.
Study objectives: the aim of this study is to identify The Libyan

Audience Attitudes towards the role of Talk Show Program in Dealing
with 17th February Revolution.
Methodology:

The present study adopted the descriptive analysis approach, which
can be used in the study description and analysis of social phenomena and
understanding the causes and factors that lead to the emergence and
implications arising there from, as well as find out how similar and appear
in certain communities, and to identify Libyan audience trends about the
role of Arabic satellite talk shows in dealing with 17th  February
revolution.

Study tool: the researcher used a random sample survey in social
research society, which 1s a sample of students at Benghazi University, as
well as a questionnaire, the questionnaire was used after design, and then
the questionnaire was distributed to students at Benghazi University, where
the questionnaire was distributed to 450 students, including 350
questionnaire to undergraduate and post-graduate students, and 100 form
for graduate students, and it included questions and variables that answer
questions on Libyan audience attitudes towards the role of talk shows in
Arabic satellite channels in dealing with 17th February revolution.

Study Sample: The researcher used a stratified random sample, by

drawing on a sample of students at Benghazi University, determined the
student numbers, and select the desired setting for them at every stage, in

line with their original community, to pick up the sample from the studied
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society help to get more accuracy when performing statistical analysis on
the sample results.

The sample included 383 of college students from theoretical and
applied collages, a random sample of the total population of the study, and
total sample students number was (27148) student.

The theoretical faculties included (law-media-arts) faculties while
applied college’s included (Engineering-Science-Medicine) faculties and
50% of each layer, and then choose a random sample from each selected
university, according to the relative weight in the selected sample, along
with 83 students in the preliminary stages of the masters of all theoretical
& applied colleges.

Results:

1. Internet and television are considered one of the most important
sources of which the sample depend on as a source of information about
current events <as well as Al Jazeera and Al Jazeera live is the best
channels for watching among the Libyan students, Thus we found that the
Libyan students keen to see some talk shows on Arabic satellite channels.

2. The average number of watching hours among the Libyan students
for television talk shows that cover the events of thel7th February
revolution from two hours to less than three hours <and you can tell they
know this programs therapy by accident.

3. The main reason for student watching Libyan satellite T.V
channels is credibility in the displayed information.

4. “Libya today” Programme is one of the most watched Libyan talk
shows by Libyan students and perhaps the most important reasons for
adoption of Libyan students to watch talk shows which covered events of
the revolution of excellence by providing accurate news service ,distinct

from the of 17" February revolution for ease of processing method for the
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revolution and provide substantive reports and analysis and provide
immediate and comprehensive coverage of events.

5. talk shows covering the revolution may have contributed to a
political awareness of Libyan students but did not affect the direction of
Libyan students about revolution ¢due to the talk shows not adhering to the
principle of impartiality and fairness between the various interlocutors and
adopting the methods of philosophy and dodgy dealing with ideas and
actions.

6. talk shows can significantly contribute to awareness raising and
the solution of many problems in society and have the ability to prioritize
audience and increases community awareness so that the mind is capable
of precise assessment of present conditions or prediction of future
sequences of the vast amount of information transmitted.

7. more Arabic satellite channels and the Libyan 17th February
revolution objectively Al Jazeera live <however «did not address the
different axes of the revolution.

8. more reasons not to talk to revolutionize February 17 from several
axes some interventions by guests or viewers may fall outside the
boundaries of literature and fitness and trying to program to be
interlocutors stars bright at the expense of their guests «plus talk shows into
channels (each HSS programme Libya Libya today, free 50-minute
programme <Libya <Libya first awakening of the homeland) «did not
explain the real causes of the 17th February revolution.

9. the most important underlying causes of the 17th February
revolution , plundering of Libyan society and the adventures of the former
regime in support of many organizations and insurgencies in the world «
corruption and economic stagnation, poor living conditions ¢«in addition to
the political and security restrictions.

10. the main objectives of the 17th February revolution which dealt

with the Libyan channels talk shows freedom of opinion and expression of
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Libyan society and building of the army and the police and judiciary <and
freedom of opinion and expression of Libyan society.

11. talk to Libyan channels try to discuss Libya's political future after
the 17th February revolution by putting an end to the violation of civil
rights and freedom to form parties and radical changes in the social,
economic and political <but the time for talk shows Libyan satellite T.V is
not enough to address the issues concerning the 17th February revolution.

12. talk to the Libyan channels do not contribute to strengthening the
social and political dialogue and no longer necessary for the rehabilitation
and training of community members to exercise their right to debate.

13. the most important pros talk shows from the viewpoint of Libyan
students are something of an intellectual excitement to attract viewers and
distinguish them by selecting speakers who have scientific knowledge and
information capacity in the transfer event and more cons talk shows from
the viewpoint of Libyan students boycott interlocutors for their guests
which loses the elegance and lost the programs viewers its benefits and
enjoy the talk and use the interlocutors in programs for bright stars at the

expense of their guests.
I1. recommendations:

1. Libyan media people must improve the level of newspapers and
magazines and radio programs to accept Libyan students <as well as the
level of satellite channels.

2. Every channel must announce about their programmes and
publishing in newspapers and magazines about talk shows dates and to
reveal the ambiguity of some political issues that concern the Libyan
citizen.

3. To develop trends of the Libyans towards talk shows, and the

appointment of interlocutors with the expertise and efficiency in the

management of dialogue with guests even have a role in the thinking and
breadth of knowledge of the issues of concern to the street and to Libya the
rehabilitation and training of community members to exercise their right to
debate.

4. the Libyan media must give attention to view the issues that
concern society, especially national reconciliation, building of the army
and the police, and the peaceful transfer of power, especially during the
current situation in Libya and putting solutions.

5. pay attention to the quality of the performance of broadcasters in
dialogue and substantive treatment and rapid pace of talk shows, as well as
balanced information and orientation depend on personalities is
responsible, with the need for diversity in the sources of information and
attract the viewers through hubs prone to program an interesting method.

6. TV must discuss political matters with a high degree of objectivity
and impartiality, and not equivocate on ideas, not bias or adopt a particular
viewpoint with media freedom.

7. Libyan press people must work on talk shows to have role in
uncovering the mystery about some issues of concern to the Libyan people,
through interviews with prominent Libyan figures, to avoid provoking fear
and anxiety because of its talk shows about the revolution and its effect on
morale.

8. Libyan press people must attract the attention of the Libyan public
toward talk shows the variety of guests and support dialogue with evidence
and vivid images, and encourage the public to follow the Libyan political
dialogues with critic and decrease when interaction with the program and
to participate in the dialogue.

9. The Libyan media should providing sufficient time to cover

political events relating to Libya.
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10. Providing media support the goals of the revolution, and must
run information programmes on intellectual excitement in choosing topics,
talk shows with Libyan channels must be discussed Libya's political future
after the revolution of February 17 and develop a vision for the future, and
that talk shows some intellectual and substantive issues affecting the life of
the Libyan citizen.

11. Libyan media people must use a language understood by all
segments of society, neutrality in events «<increase the time talk shows and
advertisements attached to the talk shows.

12. reduce verbiage guest to answer questions and discuss issues.
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
