Summary

between the two main movements of idealism and evolutionism in the nineteenth century and
the emergence of metaphysics and irrationality as two other approaches; at the end of this part,
the researcher tackles the crisis between physics and mathematics which led to a development
in the analytical thought.

Later, the researcher discussed the personality through defining it, studying its place in
psychology and reviewing the key factors that shape and formulate our personalities, such as
genetic factors, environmental, educational, developmental, parental, conscious and
unconscious ones as well as what are the most important issues addressed by personality
theories, models of personality theories, model of psychosocial and intrapsychic conflicts,
model of achievement and its actualization and perfection versions and model of consistency
and its cognitive dissonance and activation versions.

Motivation, its definition, motivating behavior and the factors affecting it, stimulating basics of
self-presentation, the social nature of motivation, social background of motivational
psychology, stages of achieving goal, emotion and recognition.

Chapter I1 (Studving the intellectual approaches of society in the nineteenth centurv):-

The researcher deals with social, political and economic climate, its roots and developments
until the nineteenth century as well as the emergence of bourgeoisie and the transformation of
the social system from the feudal system to the capital one.

The history of Europe in the nineteenth century from the Congress of Vienna in September
1814 - June 1815 that can be considered the beginning of a century of progress, stability and
expansion that is based on respect of the governmental authorities, glorification of traditions
and maintaining balance besides the its resulting consequences, such as the emergence of the
idea of nationalism at the political level within this century as a whole. However, at the
scientific level scientific, discoveries and mechanical inventions increased in the first half of
the century, and the scientific developments were completed in the second half, and democracy
advanced.

At the intellectual level and its relationship with art, the 19th-century period was complex until
1850 approximately; whereas the main conflict was between the contradicting goals of
classicism and romanticism; the classical painters used the past as a model for them while
romantic painters tried to escape through fantasy, but realists followed the goal of expressing
"reality" as it exists to display the 'here and now' without any reference to the past and they
considered it a symbol of the future foreseen by the new idol, i.e. the progress.

Realism led gradually to the appearance of impressionism; the advocates of the new method
tended in their pursuit of the truth to the visual impression to what is transient and luminous.
Then, Neo-impressionism came to save impressionism through systematizing its limits, so it
replaced the intuitive approach with the rational one; thereafter, symbolists came and aimed to
re-establish the rule of the mind and idea instead of mere depiction of nature. Thus, symbolism
can be described as a search for hidden mysterious meanings in material things with the nuances
of religion and magic.

At the end of the chapter, the researcher presented the historical, literary and pictorial aspects
of some European countries in the late nineteenth century.

Chapter II1 (The concept of the intellectual change of a society and its impact on the

artistic personalities and approaches of the nineteenth century):-

In this chapter, the researcher uses an artistic figure of each artistic approach from different
European countries searching in his biography for the affecting factors, such as his personal,
familial, societal, and intellectual inclinations and their impact on his work with regard to
subjects and artistic treatment.

For example, artist Jacques-Louis David from France for Neoclassicism: His personal
inclinations for classical art and his liberal radical personality towards the old monarchy made
him an active participant in the political system after the French Revolution in 1789 through art
activities that reflect the intellectual change towards the Republic and his transformation along
with political changes to the ideas of the first French Empire embodied in Napoleon. With the
shift and the collapse of the French empire, his rhetoric changed and turned to the Greek art and
he abandoned the political life.

* Artist Turner from England for romanticism: His personal tendency led him to depict
landscapes though his early life was in an urban city; his try to reconcile public opinion at that
time by mastery historical subjects is necessary for real art coordination, landscape depiction
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and architecture. With the change in the public taste, Turner started with decorated landscapes.
He was influenced in his first creative years by the French classical movement and Dutch artists,
and that was reflected in his works of art. His financial independence and appreciation for being
a Fellow of the Royal Academy allowed him to draw larger and more demanding painting.
Among the factors that affected him as well was his visit to many countries and the influence
of his journey to Venice on his artistic vision, his style, his shapes, colors and movements in
his last works of art and his struggle for the implementation of Goethe's theory of colors and
trying to apply the theory of Newton.

* Artist Menzel from Germany for realism: Menzel's father was a lithographer, and after
his father's death, he was forced to undertake the lithographic business which allowed him to
provide books about the history of the achievements of Frederick the Great of Prussia and his
soldiers with illustrations as well as other illustrations which entitled him to be the first among
the illustrators of his time.

He was influenced by Meissonnier through some common aspects. Also, his visits to Paris
strengthened the friendship between him and the other artists and kept him in touch with
Courbet. Thus, he turned to paint the modern life and draw outdoor views with rallies and
industrial scenes.

* Artist Giuseppe de Nittis from Italy for impressionism: He was influenced by his country,
Italy, so he drew a number of paintings, such as Vesuvius and scenery, such as the sunsets;
when he traveled to Paris, his home was the preferable meeting place for the French artists and
writers. He was influenced by Renoir and Monet; therefore, closeness was objective and
stylistic. Later on, when he traveled to London in 1874, he was affected by its skies and streets,
and he drew many paintings that represent them.

* Artist Rysselberghe from Belgium for Neo-impressionism: He was influenced by Jean
Francois Portael. Portael's North African paintings started as an orientalist fashion in Belgium
and had a strong impact on the young Théo Van Rysselberghein to the extent that he traveled
three times to Morocco and was affected by the atmosphere there and he drew many paintings
representing life there. His strong relationship with French artists gave him the chance to be
affected by impressionism and to take pointillist direction when he saw Georges Seurat’s
painting "La Grande Jatte".

* Artist Van Gogh from the Netherlands for post-impressionism: The factors that
influenced him as an artist were art and religion to which the family of Van Gogh was drawn.
Van Gogh started to paint when he was a child and continued painting during the years that led
to his decision to become an artist.

His moving to Paris and discovering impressionist French painters changed his style from using
dark colors to brighter ones after he saw Monticelli. Also, he knew Paul Signac and adopted
pointillist elements with Emile Bernard. Then, He developed a unique style of its kind that can
be distinguished strongly which became fully obvious during his stay in Arles.

* Artist Ferdinand Holder from Switzerland for symbolism: Regarding the personal side,
the death of all members of his family due to tuberculosis instilled in him the collective death
which is depicted in his paintings; he was influenced by Holbein in tackling the theme of death.
Later, he adopted the symbolic side after he saw the symbolist directions in the French painting
by poet Louis Duchosal.

Holder's scenery, his series of Geneva lakes, Alpine peaks, plateaus, mountains rivulet and
rhythms like dancing for his paintings were emerged from his persuasion that the real world
and its representation in art are subject to the principles of parallelism. He was interested in
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expressive modern expressive dancing as a representation of the parallelism like in painting"
View to Infinity "influenced by the modern expressive dancing of Isadora Duncan and Emile
Jaques-Dalcroze.

The industrial Revolution affected the vision of modern art, so he produced repeated and large
quantities of his art and the idea of duplication that is analogy to parallelism.

Abstract:

In the introduction and the first chapter, the researcher discussed the effect of social
circumstances on the artist and his attempt to interpret them in art works that come from the
ways that grow in the society between the artist and audience. Then, she showed the difference
among thought, feeling and stages of thought formation and the stages of philosophy until the
nineteenth century.
