A study titled "Assessment of physical and human resources of the Iraqi Federation
of Handball" within the requirements for obtaining a master's degree in physical education,
sports management discipline.

This research aims at evaluating the physical and human resources of the Iraqi
Federation of handball for the purpose of contributing to the advancement of the Iraqi
Federation of handball, by achieving the following research objectives:

question in this context came the answer agreement opinions of the study sample by 100%
of the decrease in achieving the desired results to the obvious weakness in resources,
which include material and human resources.

- The use of trainers and academics have high academic qualifications in the field of
handball.
