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Teaching is a great and dignified profession, it is a supreme mission as close as
prophets mission. Islam has appreciate teacher’s position as he is the educator who is
responsible for a great deal in raising the individuals of the society and acquire them all
culture elements (religion, language, values, attitudes, traditions, behaviour patterns and
thinking). Any reform in the society or a desire to make social and culture change is based on
teachers fingerprints on their students behaviours, morals, mentals and personalities .

Teacher is the fundamental base in the educational system, achieving its objectives and
responsible directly for the success or failure of any plan concerning the educational process.
Therefore it is of great importance to have a highly qualified teacher to achieve the integrated
growth of the learners.

Physical education teacher playing an important role in school because of his influence
on the students with his own wise leadership. Many studies have emphasized that the
personality of the physical education teacher playing a great role in the students life because
his qualifications which provide him with good information about the students social and
psychological nature which in turn reflex in getting healthy students physically and
psychologically.

The researcher found that teachers need attention in all aspects material and moral to
perform their great role towards, students school and society.

Accordingly the educational and school administration have a clear role in providing
all the material services to the teachers to feel safe, secure and increase their motivation to
improve the performance .

The importance of the research :

This research combines two important elements to the success of the teacher. The
teaching performance of the teacher and the job satisfaction. Also the importance of this
research lies in its focus of the physical education teachers in the basic education stage in the
schools of Tripoli city in Libya, where the researcher lived their for about 25 years as a
physical education teacher. The importance of this research can be summarized as follows:

1- According to the research knowledge it is the first research in Libya paying attention
to study the teaching performance and the job satisfaction of the physical education
teachers in the basic education stage in Tripoli schools in Libya.

2- It is paying attention to study the relation between the teaching performance and the
Job satisfaction of the teachers in concern.

3- The researcher has developed a teaching performance scale of the teachers in concern .

4- The researcher has developed a job satisfaction scale of the teachers in concern .

5- It is expecting form the research results to know the level of the teaching performance
and the job satisfaction in the teachers in concern .

6- It is expecting from the research results to know the relation between the teaching
performance and the job satisfaction in the teachers in concern.

7- Tt is expecting from the research results to know the role of each of the following
variables: (sex, scientific qualification and the teaching experience) and its influence
on the teaching performance and the job satisfaction in concern .

8- It 1s expecting from the theoretical framework of the research and the results to help
the researcher in administration in general and the educational administration in
particular in conducting new research in this field .

9- It is expecting from the research results to know the relation between the two styles of
the teaching performance questionnaire and observing the teacher performance .

The research problem :

Although there i1s an increasing international attention to evaluate the teaching
performance of teachers in general and physical education teachers in particular still their
evaluation in our country is poor, subject of controversy concerning its dimension, how to
evaluate it, source of evaluation, objective evaluation treatments to reveal weak points and
avoid 1t.

In addition to a complaint of many inspectors concerning the poor teaching
performance of some teachers and not teaching some lessons effectively . Evaluating teaching
performance requires variety in its sources including the evaluation of school directors,
inspectors, school mates, students, self-evaluation and other resources especially if its purpose
was to develop and promote this performance and not only promotion or just to evaluate .

It is necessary to know teacher ideas about their performance, analyzing it, and to
know their problems to provide the suitable solutions for it. This can be done through
developing a teaching performance scale for the physical education teachers in Tripoli school
in Libya. The teacher should be the main element in this construction .

From the literature and the former investigations in the area of job satisfaction it was
found the need to develop a scale for it, and to know its level, the relation between the
teaching performance and job satisfaction .

The research objectives :

1- To develop teaching performance scale for the physical education teachers in the basic
education stage in Tripoli schools Libya .

2- To develop a job satisfaction scale to the teachers in concern .
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3- To know the teaching performance level to the teachers in concern .

4- To know the job satisfaction level to the teachers in concern .

5- To know the relation between the teaching performance and the job satisfaction of the
teachers in concern .

6- To know the differences between the teachers in concern in the teaching performance
with the different variables (sex , qualification , teaching experience) .

7- To know the differences between the teachers in concern in the job satisfaction with
the different variables (sex, qualification, teaching experience) .

8- To know the teaching performance level through observation and the evaluation of the
teachers in concern .

9- To know the differences between the teachers in concern in the teaching performance
through observation and evaluating their performance with the different variables (sex
, qualification, teaching experience) .

10- To know the teaching performance level of the teachers in concern through,
questionnaire and observation .

The research questions :

research nature .
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The research population :

It included male and female teachers in the basic education stage in Tripoli schools (n

= 904) teachers distributed to (m = 289) schools .

Research tools :

To develop the two scales of the teaching performance and job satisfaction of the
teachers in concern the researcher has taken the following steps :

1- Surveying the literature and the former studies related to develop the two scales in the
areas of curriculum, teaching methods, general psychology, educational psychology
and learning psychology .

2- Review the former scales in these areas which can be used to develop the two scales .

3- Poll the physical education subject inspectors and the experts in the areas of
curriculum, teaching methods, general and education psychology about the job
satisfaction .

4- Poll the physical education teachers and the experts in these areas about job
satisfaction ..

5- Define the main dimension for each scale through the reference survey and literature
results related to these two scales in concern and the ideas of teachers and experts in
the forme areas .

6- Drafting phrases under each dimension of each scale in concern .

7- Prepare each scale in its intial form .

8- Showing the teaching performance scale to the arbitrators of experts in curriculum and

teaching methods area (appendix 8) to be in its proper form .
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9- Showing the job satisfaction scale to the arbitrators of experts in the areas of :

curriculum, teaching methods, general psychology, educational psychology and

learning psychology (appendix 8) to be in its proper form.

10- Drafting phrases of the two scales in concern in its final form and to find the scientific

coefficient (validity — reliability) for it .

The former steps revealed the following results :

The first core : (11) statements to measure teacher’s relation .

The second core: (6) statements to measure teacher’s behaviour .

The third core : (14) statements to measure the general planning .

The fourth core: (66) statements to measure planning of teaching before-during and

after the lesson .

The fifth core: (13) statements to measures the professional growth .

2- Job satisfaction scale :

Consisted of (79) statements distributed to 7 cares :

The first core : (10) statements to measures the extent of satisfaction about the ability

of the physical education teacher to achieve job responsibilities .

The second core : (10) statements to measure the extent of satisfaction about the

moral appreciation from the officials and colleagues .

The third core : (10) statements to measure feeling with safety, stability and

excellence .

The fourth core: (11) statements to measure satisfaction about the nature of teaching

physical education .

The fifth core: (17) statements to measure the satisfaction about monthly income .

The sixth core: (9) statements to measure the satisfaction about the profession statues

in the society .

The seventh core: (11) statements to measure the satisfaction about the nature of

supervising and directing .

The scientific correlations of the two scales :

The scientific correlations of the research tools were found by using the method of

judges validity and the internal consistency to compute validity also Alfa cronpach was used

to compute reliability .
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The statistical treatment of the research data were done by using the following
coefficients .

Likert scale with (5) points was used to answer the statements of the two scales: the
teaching performance and job satisfaction .

Methods of statistical analyses for data :

Spss was used to treat the study data as following :

a) Frequency distributions and percentage :

This was done to define number of frequencies, percentage of the frequency for each
answer attributed to the total of the frequencies in order to define the relative importance of
each answer.

b) The probable means :

To define the centering of the subjects answer of each statement around questionnaire
scores .

¢) Standard deviation :

To measure dispersion answers and its deviation from its means, when the deviation is
small it means that the values are grouped around its means, and in turn the average value
represents the total answers in valid way .

I) Pearson coefficient correlation: to measure the internal consistency .

I Alpa — chronbach : to measure reliability .

IIT) T-test for two independent samples : to test the differences according to sex

variable .
IV) ANOVA test : to test the differences according to experience and qualification
variable .

V) Simple linear regression analysis :

- To test the relation strength and direction between the independent and dependent
variables by using correlation coefficient .

- The amount of variance in value of the dependent variable as a result of the effect of
the independent variable involved in the regression formula.
