Introduction and research problem:

Physical Education occupies a leading position in nations’ life. it plays a basic and
important role in human’s everyday life, it is one of the strongest weapons nations uses to
educate their children and prepare them for happy and quite life. Developed counters,
recognizing these facts, give physical education special attention to achieve real happiness
and welfare of its citizens in early stages.

Sports activity is one of educational activity pillars because it creates opportunities to
grow students’ bodies and minds as well as their acquisition motor skills and experience,
during sports activities practice, an individual achieve and ensure his self personality, at
same time fulfilling his tendencies and needs, increasing his abilities, sports activity also
allow various human situations such cooperation, adhere to law, obey referees, so students
acquire social and personal qualities accompany them in their future lives, such as taking
responsibility and loyalty to group and group work for it and get used to leadership and to
be leaded by others, sports activity is a natural field for moral and social education, so
while we commend an ethic we say that it is a sport ethic, so sports is within the one of the
best fields that contribute to moral role of education process.

Researcher conducted a pilot study (appendix 1) aiming to identify the constraints
associated with planning process in Sports Activity Directorate Babylon governorate,
Republic of Iraq on a sample of 10 secondary schools in Babylon governorate in Iraq,
through enquiring opinions of ( 15) Physical Education teacher and (8) sporting activity
SUpErvisors.

The most important results for this pilot study were:

- Lack of determining and clarity of sports activity objectives as per the opinion of
85% of study sample.

- Sports Activity Directorate of do not provide the resources as per the opinion of
90% of study sample..

Researcher, through his work physical education teacher at a secondary school
Babylon governorate for 10 years, noted that there are some constraints hinder fulfilling
sports activity’s objectives through planning process where there are no sufficient sporting
equipment and playgrounds for sports activity at school; also budget allocated to school
tournaments are not enough to cover the expenses along the academic year.

What mentioned above indicate that there are many constraints facing Sports
Activity Directorate, including lack of Physical Education lessons playgrounds and internal
halls for games organized as well as non-participation of most schools in sports



competitions, in addition to double work-time in the school, which led to get rid of
physical education class in most schools. Lack of training courses led to lack of teachers
talent and experience, where those tasks re basics of physical education teacher’s work.
Political and economic circumstances occurs lately, together with pilot study results
confirmed by previous studies results and recommendations were the reason for choosing
this study sample from teachers at boys secondary schools — not girls - because of the lack
of sports activities in addition to lack of participation of girls secondary schools in sports
activity championships due to the prevailing custom Hence the need arises to study this
problem.

Research objectives:
The study aims to:

1- Identifying current status of planning process at Sporting Activities Directorate in
Babylon governorate, Republic of Iraq.

2- Finding out some suggestions as solutions to address the shortcomings in the
planning process at Sporting Activities Directorate in Babylon governorate,
Republic of Iraq.

Research queries:

1- What are the constraints associated with the planning process at Sporting
Activities Directorate in Babylon governorate, Republic of Traq?

2- What are the best suggested solutions to address the shortcomings in the planning
process at Sporting Activities Directorate in Babylon governorate, Republic of
Iraq?

Research procedures:

Research Methodology: The researcher used the descriptive survey approach due to its
appropriateness of research nature

Research community: Sample way selected intentionally from physical education
supervisors, arts activity supervisors and physical education teachers in Babylon
governorate, Iraq. Sample consisted of (190) subjects. (28) subjects for pilot study and
(167) subjects for main study.

Data collecting tools: Researcher used documents and records analysis, personal interview
and questionnaire as data collecting tools.

Questionnaire administration: questionnaire administrated in the period from February
52014 to March 5", 2014

Statistical Work : The researcher used (repetition and the percentage, Pearson correlation
coefficient, arithmetic mean and standard deviation, t-test differences for one group, Chi-
square, alpha Kronbak coefficient)

Conclusions: In light of study results of current status of planning process at
Sporting Activities Directorate in Babylon governorate, Republic of Iraq, it was possible to



arrive to best suggested solutions to address the shortcomings in the planning process at
Sporting Activities Directorate in Babylon governorate, Republic of Iraq:

I - Objectives of boys’ secondary schools Sports Activities Directorate.

Raise sports awareness between students through seminars and publish
information in press and school wall magazine about the importance of sports
exercises for students.

Attention to be given to teams participating in competitions through their physical
and skill development through establishment of sports camps before competitions
and provide transportation to and from activities practice places.

Develop physical education teachers’ skills by holding courses in games training
and refereeing and participate in conferences and seminars to discuss all what is
new in sports activity field.

II - Administrative policies at boys’ secondary schools Sports Activities Directorate.

Penalties policies to be implemented on delinquent physical education teacher by
transferring them from school and prevent them from participating in
competitions.

Developing a policy for of sports activities executers through which to committees
formed for each game to identify responsibilities of teachers and their supervision
of sports teams.

Activating role of Sports Activities Directorate policies in internal and external
sports activities by which the role of work required by physical education teachers
is determined.

Physical education teachers to be evaluated through their efficiency and years of
experience.

III — Resources provided by boys’ secondary schools Sports Activities Directorate to

implement internal and external sports activities.

A - Material resources

Directorate has to form committees work on distributing internal and external
school activities tournaments’ expenses equally

Directorate of sporting activity has to allocate part of its budget to provide sport
clothing and appliances, and maintaining sports playground for schools sport
teams participating in sport activities.

B - Human resources

Sports Activity Directorate has to develop a plan to distribute physical education
teachers geographically to boys secondary schools

It 1s necessary that number of teachers in schools are sufficient to implement
internal and external outdoor activities



C — Informational resources

Sports Activity Directorate has to distribute a guide to all boys secondary schools
in the governorate includes sports activity plan indicating sports competitions time
schedule between classes and recommending teams in external activity.

It is necessary to give attention to external sports activity in terms of the
tournaments organizing methods and sports activities places and final rounds of
competitions in addition to the distributing cups and awards for winning teams and
players, and identify referees’ names.

IV — General procedures followed by boys’ secondary schools Sports Activities

Directorate to implement internal and external sports activities.

Activating internal and external sports activities role through meetings between
Sports Activities Directorate and physical education supervisors to discuss the
annual work plan.

It i1s necessary to held meetings between Sports activities Directorate and
education teams coaches through establishment of training camps and develop a
plan to prepare the teams.

Sports Activities Directorate has to appoint a committee to monitor the
implementation of internal and external sports activities and evaluate playgrounds
validity during establishment of sports show, and determine the playgrounds to
held all sports activities for all stages of boys secondary school.

V — Time Schedules followed by boys’ secondary schools Sports Activities Directorate

to implement internal and external sports activities.

Student examination timetables to be taken into account while executing internal
sports activity as per Sports Activities Directorate plan.

Implementation of external sports activities should be implemented in specific
dates could be amended according to emergency circumstances with official
exams, concerts and trips dates for schools and with internal sports activities.

Time schedules for Sports Activities must cover all sports activities practiced like
team and individual sports

The most important recommendations:

Attention should be given to evaluation process with continuous follow-up from
Sports Activities Directorate at the ministry and its sub-departments.

Developing a control system to ensure that sports activities and programs are
implemented in times fixed in ministry's plan.

It is necessary that Sports Activity Directorate distribute a guide to all boys
secondary schools in the governorate includes internal sports activity plan
indicating (sports competitions time schedule between classes and recommending
teams in external activity, various competitions results).



Allocating sufficient number of physical education supervisors and provision of
material resources necessary to carry out their duties satisfactory.

Expanding school missions and fellowships for physical education teachers and
supervisors outside Iraq.

Sports Activities Directorate to evaluate physical education teachers according to
their efficiency and their sport teams’ achievement in tournament.

Activating the role of internal sports activities practiced in schools through (school
journalism, school radio, sports activities billboard, and inviting students parents
and school teachers to see different types of internal sport activities practiced).

Inviting students’ parents to participate their children's sports activities held by
Sports Activities Directorate.
