The researcher used the descriptive method
Study sample:

Study sample consisted of students and youth (18 - 25 years) in clubs, youth
centers and universities in Alexandria.

Data collection sources:
Data were collected from several sources, including:

a- Scientific references, encyclopedias, previous studies.
b- Internet Web sites related to study subject
c- Researcher has designed a questionnaire for study sample of youth in
clubs, youth centers and universities in Alexandria to monitor the role
played by sport in strengthening citizenship concept among Egyptian
youth.
Conclusions

From study results researcher concluded the following:

— There were statistically significant differences at 0.05 level for sports role in
strengthening belonging sense in favor of females (sport practitioners),
followed by males (sport practitioners) with narrow difference = 0.650, then
after with large margin = 3.818 in favor of males (non sport practitioner), and
finally females (not sport practitioners) ranked fourth and lowest with
difference of 4.577

— There were statistically significant differences at 0.05 level for youth feeling
that they get their rights in sports field, due to lack of awareness in favor of
females (non sport practitioners), followed by males (non sport practitioners)
with narrow difference = 0.437, then after with large margin = 2.226 in favor
of males (sport practitioner), and finally females (sport practitioners) ranked
fourth and lowest with difference of 0.214.

— There were statistically significant differences at 0.05 level for sports role in
youth feeling duties obligation in sports field in favor of females (sport
practitioners), followed by males (sport practitioners) with narrow difference
= 1.123, then after with large margin = 5.528 in favor of females (non sport



practitioner), and finally males (not sport practitioners) ranked fourth and
lowest with difference of 7.109

There were statistically significant differences at 0.05 level for sports role in
strengthening community participation as a citizenship in favor of males (sport
practitioners), followed by females (sport practitioners) with narrow difference
= 2.848, then after with large margin = 4.573 in favor of males (non sport
practitioner), and finally females (not sport practitioners) ranked fourth and
lowest with difference of 10.997.

Recommendations

1

More concern to be given to publicize citizenship principles and values

through solidarity of community institutions (family, educational institutions,

sports clubs, youth centers, media and worship places) as they all could play

positive role in establishing and supporting citizenship concept and principles

among citizens.

Egyptian sports federations and Olympic committees should set strict laws to

prevent athletes negative behaviors, especially heroes, as they considered

model and example for whole society members.

Increase youth awareness - through different media means — about sports and

its effect in formation of balanced integrated personal to create a good citizen.

Giving attention to put women sports in Egypt on media map, to raise

awareness of sport importance for women in every age group, and change

society's view of women as second-class citizen, as well as to create women

models for females.

Link sports activities with some important humanitarian events that reinforce

citizenship principles, whether these events international or national, such as:

1- “International Day of Human Rights” Celebration. "the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights in 1948."

1i- “Child’s Rights Day" “International Treaty 1989”.

iv- Port Said massacre’s victims Memorial Day.

This study aimed to Analyze citizenship concept and determine its aspects,
Identify the role which sports should generally play towards citizenship, Analyze
reality of role played by sport in strengthening citizenship concept among Egyptian
youth and find out the means to activate this sport’s great role in strengthening
citizenship concept among Egyptian youth, researcher used descriptive approach.
Researcher has designed a questionnaire for study sample of youth in clubs, youth
centers and universities in Alexandria to monitor the role played by sport in
strengthening citizenship concept among Egyptian youth. Study results revealed
superiority of females (sporty practitioners) in belonging sense through sport,
youth felling that they are not getting their civil rights, superiority of females
(sport practitioners) in feeling that they obliged for their duties towards the state.
Superiority of males (sport practitioners) in the desire of community participation
as an element of citizenship concept. Researcher recommended that there is
