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THE SUMMARY OF THE RESEARCH IN ENGLISH

This research includes five main chapters. The subject of
the research is "The reformation of the regulating structure of
the Egyptian Armed Forces Sporting Federation and comparing
it with it's counterpart in Germany.

The importance of the research :

The importance of the research lies in the following points :

1. This research is considered the first curricular attempt to
reform the regulating structure of the administrating and
regulating systems of physical education in the Egyptian
Armed Forces. \

2. This research is considered the first curricular research to
recognize the regulating structure of the administrating and
regulating systems of physical education in the Armed
Forces of Germany.

3. This research is considered the first attempt to compare the
regulating structure in both Armed Forces of both
countries, Egypt and Germany.

4, This research might take part in finding solutions for what
may appear as problems and administrative obstacles
within the systems that manage physical education in the
Egyptian Armed Forces.

5. This research might take part in explaining some of the
concepts concerning the Armed Forces of Germany.
Consequently, this will allow to use some, if not all of
these concepts for developing the performance of the
Egyptian Armed Forces in the field of managing physical
education.

The Problems of the research :
In the light of the researcher's studying of the way of the
current management of the Egyptian Armed Forces sporting
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federation and comparing it with the management of the
sporting system of the Armed Forces in Germany, it becomes
possible to recognize the weaknesses that might hinder the
effectiveness of performance. It also allows to recognize the
sufficiency of the human and financial resources, the budget
allocated and the ways of utilizing and supervising it to
determine whether it is sufficient to achieve the prospective
objectives.

The objectives of the research :

The research aims to reform the regulating structure of the
managing and regulating systems of physical education in the
Egyptian Armed Forces which will help to recognize the
following :

1. The present status of the regulating, Structure of the
sporting federation of the Egyptian Armed Forces.

2. The present status of the system in charge of sport in the
Armed Forces of Germany which is represented in the
sporting school of the Armed Forces of Germany.

3. Comparing the regulating structures of the systems that
manage and regulate physical education in the Armed

Forces of both countries, Egypt and Germany.

The inquiries of the research :

1. Does the present regulating structure of the sporting
federation of the Egyptian Armed Force achieve the aims it
was established for ?

2. Does the regulating structure of the sporting school of the
German Armed Forces achieve its aims ?

3. Are there some similar aspects as well as different aspects
regarding the efficiency level of the regulating structures of
the systems that manage and regulate physical education in
the Armed Forces of both countries, Egypt and Germany ?
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Research method :

The researcher used the survey method, one of the
descriptive study methods, to describe what exists and explain
it. The research also concerns determining the circumstances
and the relations which are found among the happenings and the
facts in relation with the subject of the research.

Research sample and society :

The research sample includes (50) officers of both
Egyptian and German sides. The researcher used the intentional
way of choosing the sample which includes former president of
sporting federation as well as current presidents. The sample
also includes the managers of the departments in both sporting
federation of the Armed Forces in Egypt and a sporting school
in the Armed Forces in Germany.

Research implementation steps :
The researcher divided the research implementation steps
into two main stages :
1. The first application stage of the research in which the
researcher did the following :

A. The first survey that was carried out to confirm the
clarity of the data collecting form after laying out the
data collecting form in its final status on the 25th of
March, 2000.

B. The second survey was carried out to check the
correctness of the scientific examinations included in

- the data collecting form on the 9th of April, 2000.

C. Carrying out the scientific transactions of the form
(the correctness of the contents-consistency).

D. Preparing the assistant and training him/her.

2. The main application stage of the research :
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A. " Writing the data concerning each individual of the
sample.

B. Carrying out the survey of the main sample of the
research by handing out a data collecting form in
person/personally to a number of individuals of the
sample that consists of (50) officers from the sporting
federation of the Armed Forces. Of which there are
(15) officers from the sporting school of the German
Armed Force. This happened on the 5th of May,
2000.

The researcher recommends that the current regulating
structure of the Egyptian Armed Forces sporting federation
should be changed in order to achieve its aims.

The researcher recommends that fixed incentive rules
should be organized to motivate the individuals and raise
the personnel morale.

procedures should be followed in managing work within
the Egyptian Armed Forces sporting federation.
