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Research Summary

*¥ Regearch Prgblem :

Press is considered among the most important resources
of culture and public information-A newspaper has - today -~ the
task to provide the reader with all knowledge areas that he
desires, Thus, it became a must for a newsbaper to play a cultural
fole through the specialized papers that concern with sports, art,
literature... etc. The ex-studies indicated that 65% of the
Egyptian newspapers readers care much about the sports paper,
and it comes in the first place - compared with the other papers-

for approximately 26.5% of the readers.

This study aimed to identify the progression and development
occured in the area of sportive press in Egypt by focusingon the
basic newspapers ( ALAHRAM - ALAKHBAR - ALGOMHORIX )from 1982 to
1990, and also to study the condition of reporters working in the

sport-departments in those newspapers.

% The research importance

Reviewing the ex-studies that concerned with the sportive
press, the researcher had noticed that the researches about the
sportive media in Egypt were focused on the gportive press, phy-
sical education, the role the press play in publishing the spor-
tive culture, and the role of the media as a factor affecting
acquisition of the sportive behavior while there were noresear-
ches or papers concerninz the different durations or periods
that the sportive press in Egypt had pa;sed through. Thus, it

was clear thut weneed a study that tries to study the sportive
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press during ocne of the most important periods for the

Egyptian society, in additionito presenting.a qualititave,
quantitive, and subjective record for theléhanges occcured
during this period reéarding the ghape and contenf of the

news papers under research.

Also, identifying the development of the sportive press
in Egypt may provide some indications about changes related
to that development regarding number of newspapers, namber
of employees, and spaces for each area ... etc. Which may
help as an important factor of the early indication of the
requirement of the sportive press in Egypt during the next
period either for the field - work or for the profissional
preparation level in the area of physical educétion andmedia
or even for stimulatins many scientific researches in that

field.

x Research agims

1 - To study spaces offered for the gportive news in the three

newspapers under study.

2 - To study the sportive subjects and different sports being

wrote about in the sportive papers from 1982 to 1990,

3 - To identify number, certificates, and training and qual-
ifying courses prowvided to the employees in the sportive

departments in the three news papers under study.



¥ Resgearch questions

1 - What was the change in the spaces offered for the sportive

papers in the three national newgpapers from 1982 to 1990.

2 - What was the change in the spaces offered for the differ-
ent press arts withim the sportive papers in the three

national newspapspers.

3 - What change had occured regarding attention of the public

to the different kinds of sports being wrote about.

4 - What change had occured regrading types or kinds of subj-

ects being discussed in the sportive papers.

5 - What change had occured regarding number off reporters
working in the sportive departments in the three national

newspapers.

6 - What was the nature of scientific qualifications, training
and prefessional courses, and sportive exXperiences of the
employees in the sportive departments in the three national

newspapers from 1982 to 1990.

7 - What was the change in the number of sportive newspapers

from 1982 to 1990.

%X Regearch method :

The researcher used the survey method which considered

one of the main methods of the descriptive researches,



The survey method is considered one of the imporfant
methods in the media - studies field because of the relative
recency of the media - studies compared with the other

scieuces.

x Data collection instruments

1 - Content -~ analysis : Aresearch technique for the subjective,
organized, and quagntitive description of the apparent

content of communication.

2 - Inter-view : used during collection of data concerning

réporters working in the three studied newspapers.

x Research Sample :

The research sample included the three national news-

papers using the organized sample method.

Then the first sunday's publish of the seconed week of
february 1982 was selected, then the firstmonday's publish of
the third week of Mars was selected ... elc.Until the end
of 1982, that was repeated for all the three newspapers until
the end of 1990.

% Regearch results

1 - The art of news occupied the first level among the diff-
[
erent arts of Press that being used in the sportive papers

in the three national newspapers.
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- Football had the biggest share of publicattention among

the sports games.

- Areas offred for sportive material is very limited comp-

ared with the papers areas,

- Reporters working in the sportive departments have diff-

erent certificates.

- No existance of training and qualifying courses for those

reporters in the sportive departments.

Recommends

Offering larger space for the sportive material.
To make sportive material more apparent in the papers

which is being published in.

- Paying attention to identify the different sports games

to the readers.

- To pay more attention to the different press arts, not

only the news art,

- Paying more attention to make reporters and employees in
the sportive departments more qualified and experienced
by providing them with training and qualifying courses

to increase their sportive knouledge.
