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is one of two techniéals subjects in football's laws

The major aspect which interested the researcher wise,
that some lines-men and referees differ in their judgements
concerning the off-side. . Consequently, a lot of problems
and quafrels exist between referees, players and the specta-
tors. Examples, of such conflicts exist in abundance in our
country as well as abroad in all competitions. There are
many people who accuse the referees and lines-men for the
regulations of the game correctly, however, it could be seen
that in large part, the responsibility of the occurrence
mistakes is due to the thg‘rapid and voluminous events in
the game, as well as the inadequate movements of the referees
and lines-men, consequently they may be unable to judge

correctly by whether the situation is off-side or not.

It is apparent that the mistakes of referees are not
technical in the field, however, they are due to the referees
bad locaticn in the field, the/large distance which may exist
between the referees and the ball due to the quickness of the
occurrence and different situation in the game and due to the

fact that humans make mistakes no matter how strong their

vision appears.

The attention of the researcher is centered around the
studying of the aspect "off-side" through the dimensions of

the geometric vision in football game.



The Aims of the Research:

(1} To become familiar with the mistakes which lead to non
correct decisions that may happen by the referees or

the lines-men.

{2) To know the extent of the realization of the referees
and lines~-men of the dimensions of the geometric vision

in the decisions concerning off-side.

(3} To try to state examples of the practical experiments
at referees and lines-men concerning the dimensions of
the geometric vision when judging the off~side, so as to

benefit from these in future.

(4) To try to make the referees and the lines-men adopt judge

ment which are more practical.

Methods of Research:

The researcher used the descriptive method.

Research Sample:

The sample used in the research from which information
is derived to the general situation, consists of ten referees
from the third level which are registered in the Cairo foot-
ball season and the football Federal Committee in the vyears

1986-1987.

Items Used for Gathering Data:

The researcher used in this research: (Eyesimeasure Plank

bleocod pressure system - masts - measuring tape).

The Experiments Used:

There were eight experiments adopted for each of the
referees and lines-men, a part from the measurements of their

visual strength and blood pressure.

The Most Important Inferences:

The percentage error increases as the distance between

the lines-men and the exact point for dropping the pole.

The percentage error decreases in case of reaching the

correct point for dropping the pole by running horizontally.



The nearer the lines-man is to the horizontal line 1in
the pitch, the better his decisions concerning the off-side.

and vice versa,

The existence of horizontal lines inside the pitch
facilitates the duty of the referees in deciding the indirect

shots by making his decision quicker without waste of time.

The lesser the making angle between the referee and the
defender as well as attacker the better will be decided the

off-side.

The nearer the defender as to the lines-men, the more
the angle of the line of vision the more the mistakes in

judging the off-side and vice versa.

The Most Important Recommendation:

The duties of the lines-man must be increment so that
the off-side decision is only his decision and not the
referee's, according to the results of some experiments

carried out in this research.

To draw two horizontal lines on each half pitch in the
distance between the horizontal line of the eighteenth
vard line and the mid field line, furthermore, the less
to be exactly in the middle of the distance so that the’

distance between both lines equal to twelve meters.

Increasing the number of referees inside the pitch from
one to two gs other games like Basketball, Handball and
Hockey. Furthermore, the main referee should be chosen
before hand, who has the final decision in every thing

specially in the judgement of the off-side.

If it is not possible to assign two referees we can in-

crease the number of the lines-men to four instead of two,

so that each lines-man has the power to control quarter

of the pitch to get with the only referee in the pitch.

We have to inform the spectators to realize the diffe-

rentiation of their positions in the stadium or infront

of the television or listening the radio that they cannot

judge on the case of the off-side game.
