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Research Summary:

Lute is one of the string instruments that was known to the old
kingdoms before it moved to the Arabs is the middle ages, also was the
major instrument in Arabic and Islamic culture, and had a role in the
musical noting as Arab philosophers depended on it in construction their

theories and such instrument had acquired all appreciation and attention.

Such instrument has reached t its peak of development in the time
of renaissance (Golden age of the Lute, 1425H-1600G), and some

modifications were introduced to it.

Lpte, is the Arabic instrument believed to the hearts and tastes of
the Arabian people, and plays an essential role in playing most of the
chanting stereotypes beside the instrumental stereotypes of the Lute, as
the Arabic music is congested with many if instrumentai and chanting
stereotypes such as Boshaf (overture), Sama'ei (unwritten), Longa and
others. Some of them are distinctive with ecstasy, such Sama'ei, Boshraf
and others with speed of performance and displaying of the player skill

such as Longa and Polica.

In the twentieth century some national composers emerged, who
have made use of the western instrumental compositions in constructing
Arabic meloclies, such as Atteya Sharara, who have formulated a Luta
concert and Nay (Flute) concert, and Abdel Haleem Nuwaira wh
formulated Quanoon concert. For Sayed Awadd, he formulated the
composition of Fantasia Lute and Orchestra, and Mohamed Hkasabgy
who adopted the Caprice composition in Egypt, and also Al Shareef
Mohiel Deen Haidar, Muneer Basheer and Jameel bashrafy in Iraque and

others.

significant in the direction of the post performance.

Valﬁe of "t" for technique variable, t = 8.37, that's statistically
significant at level 0.05 and also value of "t" for Caprice variable, t =
6.14, that's statistically significant at level 0.05 and degree of freedom 5,
indicating differences statistically significant in the direction of post

performance.

Value "t" for the native reading, t = 5.8, that is statistically
significant at level 0.05 and degree of freedom 5, indicating differences

statistically significant in the direction of post performance.
