5- There must be restraints to choice the specialists of sport in the university
and must form a committee to put these restrains.

6- The committee must formed from experienced specialists to pursuer the
sport activity.

7- Increasing the number of the specialists of the sport who work in the youth
service system to equal with the number of students.

8- The planning in the youth service system musn't be limited.

9- The planning must prevails the whole year including the summer period.
10- An experienced specialists in the sport must share in the guidance.



* To Be An Efficienit Guidance :

- The new specialists of sport must visit the training places and must obey
their heads, moreover put a restraint for guidance.

- To save and keep an efficient cooperation the members of faculty so the
heads who responsible for the controlling must guide and encourage by
motives for specialists which aim to develop the worker and confess with his
ability so these motives must be equal or fit with the nature of work and given
strength .

- The financial support must increased from allowed resources from the
university.
