Empathy and Ifs Components: Feelings, cognitive, Cultural, and Meta
Empathy; Negative and Positive Mood; Total Transgression and Victim
perspectives Circumstances: adjectives of the offender, sort of Transgression,
Apologizing situations. And Consequences of, and Motives of Tolerance:
Revenge, Acceptance, and Agreeableness. Most were In favor of Females
except the Revenge Motive which was favor of males.
