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The obstacles of water ski practising in Arab Republic of Egypt

Summary of the study

Introduction and problem of the research:

People in various professions encounter some obstacles
that may prevent them from achieving their goals. So, the
advanced countries attempt preparing administrative systems
for the continuous tracement and evaluation of work in order
to recognize the prbblems that face those who work in a cer-

tain field and preparing courses and programmes for overcoming

them.

Generally aquatics and water sKki in particular,
are considered as activities that require attracting the int-
erests of statesmen in Egypt since we notice the lack of
spreading this kind of sport as compared with other aquatics
like Rowing and sailing. Water ski is considered one of the
most enjoyable means for spending spare time and acquiring
physical fitness. It can be practicised individually or in
groups on the beachs or in the Nile. For Egypt has many
beaches all over its northern and southern coasts.

The researcher, through his own observation and trace-
ment of the development of this sport in Egypt as a player
and a member of a committee in the federation, and as a coach
of yachting and water ski, has observed that there is a lack
in practising water ski in clubs and beaches which is consid-
ered one of the most important reasons that prevent this
sport from being widespread in the A.R.E.

Thus, the importance of this study appears in order to

investigate the obstacles encountring the practice of water ski
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and the reasons behind these obstacles and suggesting solutions

and different means to overcome them.

Significance of the study:

- This study contributes to the diagnosis of the obstacles
that encounter water ski and helping the designers of
programmes to a void them.

- Within the extent of the researcher's knowledge, the libra-
ries of the faculties of physical education lack this kind
of study. So, it may provide new results in the field of

water ski.

Sample of the Research

The research sample was selected deliparately. It con-
sisted of 175 persons as follows: 4 judges - 85 players -
26 coaches -~ 60 administrators and members of the federation

council.
