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The Research Summary

Suggested Model for Aims and Functicns cof the Puplie-

The Research Problem:

Public Relations aims at founding good relations between sports
institutions and other institutions in the society, it was realized
that the public relations in these institutions had no chance in
scientific research, and researchers did not care about scientific
studies related to the studied subjects, also the absence of the
scientific model which can define functions and aims of the public
relations in some sports institutions had made the researcher study
the aims and functions of the public relations in the clubs and the
Egyptian Sports Federations in Egypt.

The Research Importance:
The research importance is shown in writing a proposal for aims
and functions of the public relations in some sporting institutions

which will increase the effectiveness of the public relations in these

sporting institutions specially, the clubs and the sports federations.

The Research Goals:

1 - Studying the public relations reality in the sporting
institutions.
2 - Designing a pattern for the aims and functions of the public

relations in the sporting institutions.



The Research Procedures:
The Sample:

The study has been made on a sample representing the
administrative and professional experiences in the public
relations career in the sporting institutions (Clubs &
Federations). The sample was (23) persons were chosen
intentionally from (14) clubs among (26) clubs and the sample
represents (53.8%) from all the sporting clubs in Egypt which are
close in sports and social level, and from the sports federations
the sample was (13) persons were chosen intentionally from (9)
sports federations among (22) federations and they represent (41%)
from all Egyptian Sports Federations.
