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Abstract

Introduction :

The father has an effective role in the form of his son's personality as
he is chracterized by apart of high importance in the life of the adolescent
son . The father is an image adolescent son notices it with a particular
thinking and a distinguishing sense .

There fore , the adolescent puts into his consideration that the father
is the first image in his life that must be followed and the father is
considered the ultimate value for him since he absorbs the values and
principles from him and a cquired the masculine image from him

father is considered the source of psychological , sentimental and social
ecurity for the son hence , the father is the person that the son derives the
experiences from him in childhood . These ones (i — e experiences ) act as
a funkdamental role in the form of the son's character , consequently , the
father of ultimate importance in depicting the charater's traits for his
children and as the child is considered a warehouse of experiences taken
from the father and these stored experiences reveal their effectiveness
clearly in the adolescence period . so the researches took care of studying
the effective factors greatly in the adolescent's charaters and as aresult of
this , there's a great group of adolescents who lost their father at the first
years of their childhood , hence . the research is looking after recognition
the father image for the orphan adolescent and his relation of attitude

towards the authority .
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also , the rerearch has an interest of recognition the father image for the

non — orphan adolescent and to what extent this image affects greatly the

adolescent's attitutde towards the authority .

o The importance of the study :

2- There is satistically significant differences between the average of
the orphan adolescents and non — orphan ones cocerning their
attitudes towards the authority .

3- Ther're differences between the dynamics of the character concerning

the non — orphan and orphan adolescents .

o The sample :

- The sample was chosen from the students of Amar Ibn Yasser
Industrial secondary school for boys concerning the
Educational Directorate of East Shubra ElKheima , and the
sample's size 60 adolescents and they are divided into

o 30 orphan adolescents who live with their families .

o 30 non- orphan addescents who live with their families .

o The Results of the study :

1- There is statistically significant between the average of the orphan

adolescents and non- orphan ones in the extent of the father image in

favour of the orphan adolescents .

2- There's statistically significant between the average of the extent of
the orphan adolescents and non — orphan ones in the attitude towards
the authority in favoyr of orphan adolescents .

3- There're no essential differences between the personal dynamics of

the orphan adolescents and non — orphan ones .
