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Abstract
Introduction:

A human mind is like a sleeping giant; sociological and educational
studies as well as physics, chemistry and mathematical studies have
disclosed that the potential ability of the mind is far beyond imagination.
The old saying indicating that we only use 1% of the brain may prove to be
incorrect since it has been recently discovered that people may even use
less percentage, manifesting that a great deal of the potential ability of the
human mind has not been developed yet (Tony Bozan, 1996, P. 7).

Identifying various types of human intelligence, and as such
developing it, turns to be quite significant. Accordingly, people can
properly deal with problems that could be faced all over the world. In 1904,
ministry of education in Paris asked the French psychologist Alfred Binet
and a number of his colleagues to set a tool to identify students of junior
one who are most likely to fail, so they can receive special concern. As a
result, the first IO test was set. Years later, such a test was used in the

United States and then the IQ score has become common.
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Almost 80 years later, the first IQ test was set by the psychologist
Howard Gardner. He challenged the common belief saying that culture has
given a quite rigid definition of intelligence. In his book Frames of Mind
(1983), he suggests at least seven main types of intelligence. He seeks to
widen the scope of the IQ, and to present the first theory of multi
intelligence (the MI theory) in the same book. This was a great challenge
for the classical theory which defines intelligence as a single inheritance
ability that can be simply set by a test. He believes that mind is a set of
relatively separate faculty. Gardner deems that intelligence is a bio-
psychological ability that can be used in a cultural situation so as to find a
proper solution to a problem. Individual intelligence is made up of sub-
types to be used for each individual purpose that can mostly be used in
schools and for educational reasons.

Once Frames of Mind was published, there was various types of
intelligence including natural, existential, spiritual, behavioral, linguistic,
personal, special and other types of intelligence. However, there are mainly
nine types of intelligence:

1. Linguistic intelligence

2. Logical- Mathematical intelligence
3. Musical intelligence

4. Bodily —Kinaesthetic intelligence

5. Spatial intelligence



6. Interpersonal intelligence
7. Personal intelligence
8. Naturalist intelligence

9. Existential intelligence

Gardner stresses two main calls for multi intelligence. First, theory is
a description of humanity. Second, a human being possesses a mixture of
intelligence resulting from developed inheritance and life circumstances in a
specific culture and time. Human beings move intelligence and use it
according to needs and culture, whereas other types of intelligence that
cause danger can also be ignored. Gardner, thus, indicates that all sorts of
intelligence can be used both ways (Gaber Abd El-hamid, 2008, P.234).

God has bestowed upon man mind, such a mind has marvelous
abilities that interact in an integrated harmony. Accordingly, psychology
researchers turn interest in the rational part of human knowledge.
Intelligence is indeed among the controversial topics for so many years. The
present study discusses the relation between multi intelligence and certain
traits of middle stage students, highlighting the main characteristics of their
behavior. Such traits have quite significant effect on their success.
