The importance of the research:

5- One of the problems that impede the plan of physical activity in the
desisting of teaching staft members from the effective sharing in there
activities.

6- Un treatment of the critical cases and doesn’t make the first aids for play
lands ignored of university students who practiced physical activity.

7- Nonexistence of well regular maintenance of the university stadiums
play lands.

8- Turning away from practicing the physical activity and weakness of
arbitration level in the competitions due to that we didn't resort o
arbitrators from the different physical unions.

9- Bad planning of the temporal programs and the conflict between them
and teaching schedule times.

10- Neglecting the new scientific ways like computer and didn’t use them

in organizing , managing and reforming the physical activity plan.

11- The disagreement between the physical activity plan in colleges and the
physical activity management in university.

Research recommendation:

6- The nccessity of prepared remedial establishments in university stadium.

7- The need for the human element that is essential in preparing and regular
maintenance process for university play lands besides providing them
with enough budget.

8- The neccessity of providing the needed budget for arbitrators, fees,
supervisors, rewards and students physical motives as it considers one
of the ways that attract students to practice the physical activity and
extending the practicing base.

9- The need f{or coordination between teaching schedules and the physical
activity's times whether team training or competition.

10- The importance of providing a budget for making refinement circles for
the university physical experts which can prepare them for using

modern scientific ways in supervising, carrying out and reforming the
physical activities.
