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RESEARCH SUMMARY
Paying attention to gifted, endeavoring to discover and studying them,
revealing their characteristics and needs are among the essential interests
of contemporary societies. As they seek to achieve growth and
development. As the gifted group - one of the human resources will be
transformed to driving power of society future development and revival.
Despite the major development in the field oftalent and giftedness in
many of the developed countries and despite the exerted efforts in the
developing countries - among them Egypt- which represented in several
conferences, seminars, researches and studies in this field. But the gifted
students in Egypt do not receive the integrated care encompassing all
their groups paralleled with the current concept of giftedness and the
realization of the educational principals while taking in consideration the
individual differences among students or the principal of opportunities
equality among learners. |
As schooling is performed by official specialized instruction authority,
which care of different students groups, learning them and ccnstructing
their personalities. So above-mentioned authorities shoulder the
responsibility of caring of the giftedness of the students aind promoting it.
In the meantime family is the first and the most important institutions in
respect of caring of its children. Consequently it plays the major role in
schooling excel of its students which is integrated with the schooling
role 1n this concern.
One of the most important characteristics of the educational role of the

school is providing the means of discovering gifted students, the systems



of schooling enrolment, the systems of their education. Additionally
adopting the suitable teaching strategies and evaluation systems in this
conecern and highlighting the role of the school administration in respect
of these students.
So the problem of the present study is stemmed from the need of studying
definite group of the educational, social and economic factors influencing
students’ schooling excel. Additionally deeply exploring them to reveal
the extent of their influences on students' schooling excel.
So the problem of the present study is focused on the study and analysi‘s,
of the following factors and their impact on students' schooling excel.
First: the instructional factors influencing students' school excel:

o The methods of discovering the gifted students and the systems of

their enrollment.

a The role of the teacher towards the gifted students.

o The suitable strategies for the gifted students.

o The evaluation methods suitable for gifted students.

a The role of school administration towards the gifted students.
Second: The Social factors influencing students' school excel.

a The educational qualifications of the parents.

a The student chronicle birth ranking among his siblings.

o The absence of one of the parents.

o The student's environment (rural - urban).
Third: The economical factors influencing students' school excel.

o Family income.

o Family size.

o Professional level of the parents.



FFourth: The effects of the above-mentioned factors on schooling excel
according to the following variables:

o Gender (boys - girls).

o Environment (rural - urban).

a The applied pooling systems (separation - combination)

The study importance: It is based on the following:

1. It handled the gifted group which may represents the apex of society
human resources.

2. Secondary school is one of the most important instructional stages, in
respect of revealing students' different abilities, predisposition and
trends. Also it clearly reveals their individual differences. So this stage
defines their educational futer tha has to invest these abilities.

3. Studying the instructional factors related to students' schooling
giftedness, which may lead to:

a. Good planning of gifted students' mstruction.

b. Admnistrating school through developed administrative approaches
to care of schooling giftedness.

c. Developing the role of the teacher in relation “to caring of gifted

students.

Studying the socioeconomic factors the may lead to:

a. Adapting with the major changes occure in contemporary societies.

b. Revealing the most important methods of directing parents to the
most suitable methods of dealing with their gifted children to achieve
integration between -the roles of the school and family in respect of

caring of above-mentioned students' group.

The study aims

Revealing the extent of the influence of some instructional, social and

ecopomic factors on schooling giftedness of the secondary school

students in Egypt.

School methodology

The study adopted the descriptive methodology to obtain the related data

and information of the study subject.

Study procedures

1. The first step is represented in the first chapter: It handled the
study general framework.

2. The second step is represented in the second chapter: It handled
some instructional factors influencing schooling excel.

3. The third step is represented in the third chapter: It handled the
social and economical factors influencing schooling excel.

4. The fourth step is represented in the fourth chapter: It handled the
field study and its procedures.

5. The fifth step is represented in the fifth chapter: The results of the
field study related to the instructional factors influencing schooling
giftedness from the viewpoints of the gifted student and their
teachers.

6. The sixth step is represented in the sixth chapter: I.e., the second
part of the field study handling the extent of the effect of the

socioeconomic level of the student's family on schooling exel.



The most important results:

First: The instructional factors influencing schooling giftedness:

1. The school giftedness is effected by the following factors, in
accordance of their importance: The instructional role of the family-
The teacher role - the methods of discovering gifted students - the

_systems of their acceptance- the mehthods adopted in gifted

students instruction. - teaching strategies of gifted students - the
methods of their evaluation- the role of the school administration
towards this students group.

2. The instructional role of the family is one of the most important
factors influencing schooling giftedness. This role positively effects
giftedness and this positive effect increases:

o Among the gifted female students more than the male students.

o Among the urban students more than the rural students.

o Among the gifted students subjected to separation system more than
the students subjected to the gifted students subjected to combination
system. )

3. Despite the mmpediments encountering teacher upon assuming his
role towards his gifted students, this role positively affects
schooling excel and it is not effected by the varniables of gender and
environment despite the higher percentages of the responses of
rural students compared with the responses of urban students. It
also it 1s not effected by the two systems of separation/combination.

4. The methods of instructing gifted students negatively affect gifted
student and the negative effect increases:

a Among the gifted female students more than the male students.



o Among the urban students more than the rural students.
o Among the gifted students subjected to separation system more than

the students subjected to the gifted students subjected to combination

system.

5. Teaching strategies
_traditional methods based on dictation negatively affect schooling

affect students schooling excel, as the

excel, while the comprehensive and state of art methods positively

affect schooling excel.
6. The systems of evaluation negatively affect school giftedness and

the negative effect increase:
o Among the gifted female students more than the male students.
o Among the urban students more than the rural students.
o Among the gifted students subjected to separation system more than

the students subjected to the gifted students subjected to combination

system.
7. The school administration has two- way effect on schooling

giftedness:
a- Positive direction related to the provision of well- equipped school

library and also teacher has to provide his students with the

opportunities of conversation and discussion, &tc.. The positive

effect of the school administration in relation to schooling excel

increases:
o Among the urban students more than the rural students.

o Among the gifted students subjected to separation system more than

the students subjected to the gifted students subjected to combination

sysiem.



b- Negative effect related to poor material potentials, the shortages of
supplies and the lack of the availability of the opportunities of
practicing different activities, providing the suitable places for them
and encouraging students to continuously practicing them.

Second: The social and economic factors influencing giftedness:

1. Most of the gifted students are affiliated to the middle class, in
respect of the socioeconomic status, followed lower class and upper
class. That applied equally on gifted female and male students, the
rural gifted students and the gifted students subjected to
combination system. While urban gifted students, the students
subjected to the separation system are affiliated to the middle class,
followed by higher classes. In the meantime the percentage of the
urban gifted students affiliated to the lower class decreases, and it is
absent 1n the separation students affiliated to lower class.

2. The schooling giftedness of the students is influenced by the
sociceconomic factors represented in: family income- parents
education - professional level of parents.- the absence of one of the
parents - the chronicle birth ranking of the student between his
siblings.

3. The education level of fathers is the most important social factors
influencing schooling giftedness, followed by mothers' educational
level and this level increases:

o Among the urban students more than the rural students.
a Among the gifted students subjected to separation system more than
the students subjected to the gifted students subjected to combination

system.



4. The family income is most important economic factors influencing
school giftedness and this level increases:

a Among the gifted female students more than the male students.

o Among the urban students more than the rural students.

o Among the gifted students subjected to separation system more than
the students subjected to the gifted students subjected to combination
system.

5. The schooling excel is affected by the professional level of parents
and this level increases:

o Among the gifted female students more than the male students.

o Among the urban students more than the rural students.

o Among the gifted students subjected to separation system more than
the students subjected to the gifted students subjected to combination
system. The systems of evaluation negatively affect schooling
giftedness and this effect and the negative effect increases:

6. Most of the gifted students affiliated father-mother families and the
percentage of the absent father or mother families increases:

o Among the gifted female students more than the male students.

o Among the urban students more than the rural students.

a Among the gifted students subjected to separation system more than
the students subjected to the gifted students subjected to combination

system.

7. Most of the gifted students affiliated to medium -sized families
followed by low-sized families and large- sized families. The
percentage of the gifted students affiliated to increase:

o Among the gifted female students more than the male students.
