* Statement and delimitation of the research:

This research is to recognize the role of the sport activities in developing
some of the ethics values among the participants handicaped of youth
centers, during the two years 1993, 1994.

* The aims of the research : .

a - To recognize the ethics values of the handicaped who is practicing the
sport activities.

b - The role of practicing sport activities in developing some of the ethics
values among the handicaped.

¢ - Comparing the arrangement of the ethics values among handicaped who
practices the team activities, individual activities and non sport
activities in youth centers.

d - Arrange the ethics values among the handicaped who practice the sport
and non sport activities in the youth centers.

The researcher used the descriptive method .

- The sample concluded 216 Participants handicaped of three youth centers
in Cairo, El Sahel, El Habaneia and Helwan. Those handicaped have
bean choosen atrondomly between ages of 15 and 25 years.

- The researcher used the scale of ethics values of Bahaa Sayed in
collecting the data, which more adhered with physical activity, and re-
arrange some of its phrases to suit the research sample.

The researcher did two pilot studies to know the validity and the reliability
of the scale for the study .

After applying the scale, she gathered, classified and tabulated the data
and statistically treated .

The Conclusions :
Depending on the research results, the researcher reach that
conclusions :

1 - The truth, clean, and tideness values have the first places among the
ethics values group, which adherred with handicaped practice sport
activities, either individual or team work in youth centers. This indicates
te the importance of these values in guiding the behaviour of the
handicaped, who practice sport activities.

2 - The arrangement of ethics values differs among the participants
handicaped in youth centers, according to the practical sport. This
Indicates to the effect of the activity on the development of the values for
the practised.

3 - The value of cooperation takes a late standaf?among the ethics values
scaled in this study, for the participants handicaped practice activities in
general in youth centers.

4 - The means of ethics values for the handicaped, who practice sport
activities in youth centers, are higher than those who practice non sport
activities, as reading, journeys, painting, acting and music.

5- Courage@@, Truth, forgiveness, honesty, and clean take the first four
places for the handicaped practicing non sport activities, on the other
hand the tidness takes a late place, this indicates to the role of the
activity, which practiced by the person in guiding his behaviour towards
himself on others.



6 - Practicing sport activities, either individual, or team work has a role in
developing the ethics values through the behaviour situations which
happened to persons. The differ of the team work and Individual sport
activities in the needs of the way of Joing effects posetively in pointing the
arrangement of the ethics values for those practicing every kind of these
activities separatly.

Recommendations :
Depending on the results of this study and the conculusions, plus the
practical part of the research, the researcher recommends the following : -

- giving the human and financial facilities to the different youth centers,
which needed for handicaped to practice the sport activities, because,
these activities have an active role in the psychological and social
development of handicoped.

- Prepare sport and recreational programms suit the needs and attitudes of
handicaped. Giving more experience to the sport leaders to manage
these programms with those kind of persons which help the bigest
mumber to participrte in these activities.

- There should be a varieity and numerical in the practice situations which
guid the behaviour of the handicaped towards co-operation,
feregiveness, and responsibility especially at the individual activites.

- The sport supervisors in youth centers, should take in consideration the
suitable manners in dealing with the handicaped. Avoiding the

negligence of their abilities, or exaggeratein sympathy and feel sorrows
for their situation.

- Enlarging the chances of competition among the handicaped at the
different activities. Continuous support for their efforts, financially and
literary either nationally or Internationally.
