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Summary

Human societies are generally exposed from origin to changes and transformations in
various economic, political, social and cultural spheres such changes affect social fabric of
various societies, leading to emergence of new behavioral patterns and hence affect public and
private culture and characteristics of such societies finally forming a general picture reflecting
social fabric of each society which distinguishes it from other societies.

Non-normatively results from situations where social norms are lacking, obscure or
vague. It shows in socially immoral behavior, as society suffers lack of organization and social
conduct norms collapse. It is also a psychic state for non presence of a general aim accompanied
by feeling of waste. It is a meaningless state for it is either a state of corruption or dissatisfaction
(Parsons 1968:377) (Powell 1970:8) (Orru 1987:4) (Tallat Loify 2000: 46).

Among non-normatively results are that it leads individuals to resort to various ways to
achieve social aims which could be positive, negative or divergent from social values established
previously by people. Among positive ways is individual surrender of attaining desirable
objectives resorting to other negative ways such as refusal of participation in any social activity
and preference of isolation. This could also take form of delinquency and revolt against social
values thereby exposing society to disturbance and chaos (Mohamed El-Sayed Abdel Rahman
2007:127).

Non-normatively expresses a state of confusion, lack of security and loss of established
results from exposure to stressful situations that cracks moral structure. Non-normatively in sport
results when wining is to be obtained at any price and with any means as target of sport
institutions and objective of coaches trainers and players as well (Kheir El-Din Oweis, Issam El-
Hilaly: 2010:195).

Although sport is considered a control system because it controls man's motion as
walking, sitting and running. It also controls social conduct such as cooperation, competition,
friendship, courtship and brotherhood. It controls ethical behavior models such as justice, honor
and honesty (Kheir El-Din Oweis, Issam El-Hilaly: 2010:45), however, sport gradually lost
established social and moral norms as it became inclusive of criminal activities or negative social
behavior (Benedict & Yaeger 1998:57).

Among most important challenges that face sport is that it became fertile land for non-
normatively due to its dynamic relation to other social systems. Expectations of keeping honest
competition spirit are not assured; quite after competition turns into explicit or implicit struggle
which is a highly complicated state of delinquency (Kheir El-Din Oweis, Issam El-Hilaly:
2010:193).

Non-normatively sport conduct whether as assault on public, plugging, non loyalty to
sport team and other unlawful conduct negatively affected sport whether in Egypt or in the whole
world.



As non-normatively sport conduct is represented in assault on competition, public,
plugging or non loyalty to sport team or taking steroids negatively affected sport whether in
Egypt or in the whole world, need emerged for conducting social analytical study trying to
explain cause of moral and evaluative contradiction and related factors which appear in various
forms of non-normatively by sportsmen specially as no parallel scientific research was not
undertaken at level of Arab research field.

The purpose of the study :
Study aims at analyzing non-normatively phenomenon in sport through a set of sub-aims
as follows:
1. Develop non-normatively measure by sport men& Building non-normatively
questionnaire by sport men.
2. Exposing levels (grades) of non-normatively by sport men (group and individual sport
activities and sport activities with friction and without, and different types.
3. Recognizing non-normatively conduct forms by sportsmen.

Study Questions:
1- What are non-normatively levels (grades) by sportsmen?
2- What are differences in non-normatively by group and individual sport activities and
sport activities with friction and without?
3- Do non-normatively differ by different types?
4- What forms are of non-normatively conduct by sportsmen?

Methodology:

As this study aims at analysis non-normatively phenomenon is sport, researcher
performed in depth survey of first class players (male/female) including non-normative measure
on sportsmen in addition to questionnaire to reveal non-normatively conduct by sportsmen.
Study used demographic data form to recognize various related factors to non-normatively by
sample subjects as information is directly obtained from sportsmen sample. Accordingly,
qualitative and qualitative method is considered most adaptable method to nature of study and its
objectives, for quantitative method seeks to measure phenomenon under study and qualitative
method strives to understand and interpret this phenomenon for sake of phenomenon description
and diagnosis.

Study Sample:

Researcher relied in selecting study sample on a group of main controls and limitations:

1- Selecting study sample from first class male and female players in sport clubs,
Alexandria Governorate registered in sport federations and participating in various sport
championships.

2- Clubs are characterized by diversity as representing various social, economic and cultural
categories.

3- To be representative of various individual and group sports in Alexandria Governorate.

4- To be representative of both sexes (male, female).




Thus, study sample is representative of Alexandria Governorate clubs (urban) by

available class method. Sample is composed of (223) players representing first class at
Alexandria Governorate clubs (male — female).

The Results :

Demographic Specifications for athletes:

The Athletes with high anomie are male players of team sport friction such as football and
bassketball in the clubs, at least from the middle and studying in government schools, as
they possess the qualifications of the medium-and lower-intermediate, as well as for the
father and mother , they get to the tournaments at the local level, or may not get the
championships and therefore are paid poorly or do not receive salaries.

The Athletes with low anomie are female players individual sports without friction , such
as table tennis , squash , athletics , swimming in the high clubs ,and studing in private
schools and the pilot , as they posses higher qualifications as well as for the father and
mother , and they have access to tournaments on the international level Oalgmehory and
thus have access to high salaries .

Forms of Anomie behavior for athletes

The Athletes with high anomie coming out of training without permission , and they are
more parcels by the referee because of attack on the oppossition and the government
,they are more vulnerable to assaults the public on them and they object during training
because they are not convinced the decisions of the coach, and they don’t provide gifts
for coaches and colleagues , and feel proud to excess them themselves and annoying
opponent after a win .

Athletes with high anomie don’t go out of training without permission , and were not
explled by the referee , they don’t atttack the opponent not attack the public and abused
the public on them , and they don’t object to the coachs decision because they are
convinced of it , and believ that most of the loss on the pitch because of omission , deals
with some steroid (creatine - energy drinks - and any protein) in order to increase
energy, some of them provide giftsfor coaches and referees for theirlove and
appreciation, , special events andstrengthen relationships, and feel proud over after
the win,and not annoying opponent after a win .

Recommendations:

Attention to education moral good through concerted institution of socialization ( family
— school — the media — sport institution ) because of their positive rolein instilling moral
values associated with honor and honesty , thussurrounding the behavior of anomie in the
bud does’nt leave until it spreads in our lives .

The development of sport federation and Guanyin strict regulations and applied
effectively , as well as regular and surprise disclosure on physiological state of the
players in order to protect them against doping , a good selection and training of referees
and the continued follow up .

The sports federation to develop programs and preventative guidance to reduce anomie
behaviorsmby educating the athletes practice the ethics of sports ,and behavior that must
be it sports , and to take strict and deterrent sanctions in order to preserve the honor of
competition .

Abstract

This study aims at analyzing Anomie phenomenon in sport. Researcher relied
on quantitative and qualitative methods. She conducted study on a sample composed
of (223) male and female first class players representative of various sports at
Alexandria governorate clubs. Researcher used anomie measure by sportsmen
(prepared by researcher) and anomie conduct questionnaire (prepared by researcher),
demographic data from (prepared by researcher). Results showed that sportsmen with
low anomie represent 23% of study sample, whereas sportsmen with high anomie
represent 14% of study sample. Majority of sportsmen have medium anomie high and
medium club players are characterized by a lesser degree of anomie than less than
medium clubs. Sportswomen are characterized by a lesser degree of anomie than
sportsmen. Group sport players with friction are characterized by a higher degree of

anomie than individual sport player with friction and group sports without friction.
