Summary :

The current research aims at studying the relation between

the attitude towards plastic Art, and the psychological adjustm-

ent according to the variables of sex, type of educational study

and the clan.

Study Hypothesis :-

1-

There are significant differences between the means scores of both
male and female students on the Attitudes Towards the Plastic Art
Scale.

There are significant differences between the means scores of male

students and female students on the Psychological Adjustment

Scale.

There are significant differences between the means scores of the
preparatory year students and the final year students on the Attitude
Towards the Plastic Art Scale.

There are significant differences between the means scores of the
technical education students and general education students on the
Attitude Towards the Plastic Art Scale.

There are significant differences between the means scores of the
students of technical education and the students of general education
on the Psychological Adjustment Scale.

There is a correlated significant relation between the student scores
of  psychological. Adjustment and the students scores on the

Attitudes Towards the Plastic Art .

Conclusions :-

There are significant differences between both male and female at
level (0.05) in the means scores of the dimension of the healthy
adjustment in favour of girls.

There are significant differences at level (0.01) between males and
females in the means scores of emotional adjustment in favour of
girls.

There are significant differences at level (0.01) between the
preparatory year and final year in the faculty of Applied art on the
home adjustment dimension,

There are significant differences at level (0.05) between the students
of general education and the students of technical education on the
social adjustment dimension.

There is a significant differences between the beauty dimension in

the Attitude Towards the Plastic Art Scale and the healthy

adjustment dimension among the femal students of the preparatory
year in the faculty of applied Arts.

There is a significant correlation between the applied dimension in
the Attitude Towards the Plastic Art Scale and the home adjustment
dimension among femal students in the faculty of applied Arts.
There 1s a significant correlation between the applied dimension and
the home adjustment among male students of the final year in the
faculty of applied Arts.

There is a significant correlation between the beauty dimension in
the Attitude Towards the Plastic Art Scale and the healthy
adjustment dimension in favour of male students of the technical
education.

There 1s a significant correlation between the applied dimension in
the Attitude Towards the Plastic Art Scale and the home adjustment
dimension in favour of male students of the general education.

There are significant difference at level (0.05 ) between the
students of the preparatory year, and the bachelar students in the
Attitudes Towards the Plastic Art Scale in favour of the bachelar
students.

There are significant differences at level ( 0.01 ) between the
preparatory students and the bachelar students in adjustment in

favour of the preparatory students.
