The recearcher
used Abstract concept test which prepard by Ahmed Zaki Saleh to
measure the concept leaming strategies and CART test to measure the

concrete, Abstract concepts.

In the beginning it mention that the basic hypothesis of the Study is
Achieved as it found a true connection between the changing elements of

the research which are the concepts learning Startgies and concept levels.

The sub-results are summerized as follows:

(1) The best strategy for a chieving the Abstract concept in time
determined by Piaget was focus consevative strategy upon this
strategy was the best for thinking stage adding to this the ability to
learn it. In addition tothat this strategy is connected with the high
mental capacity. A few of young children uses it and its precentage
increases by age.
