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Introduction :

The early years in a persons life are considered the most
important stages of growth. The individual is born supplied with
many energies.

Natuarally, these energies grow integrate and are distinctive,
and this leads to the need to invest and achieve its aim. Every
individual has the ability to be creative in some some degree. More
over there is a great difference between the ability a perscn
possesses and what he actually achieves. All this depends on the
surrounding environment of the child The family too plays a very
important role in developing the abilities of the children by the
means of bringing them up.

lf we want the children to be creative, we must let their

families allow them to express their thoughts and apinions freely,

Problem of the study :

The research atempts to find the answer to this question :
Is there any influence of the parental attitude (neglect or over

protection) on the growth of the creative thinking of K.G. children ?

Hypotheses of the study :

! - There are significant differnces between the average scores of
the children of the families that have low neglect attitude or
high neglect attitude as they appear in the creative thinking
scores of the K.G. children (the total score and its diminsions).

2 - There are significant differnces between the average scores of



the children of the families that have high protection attitude
and the average scores of the children of the families that have
low protection attitude as they appear in the creative thinking of

the K.G. children (the total score and its dimensions).

Sample of the study :

The research sample has been chosen [rom Kindergarten of
the big Cairo (K.G2) (the second level). The sample was (118 child)

and their parents. and we have classified them who two groups :

] - Highly protection parents (the first high quadrants) (30 child) ,
and low protection parents (the lowest quadrants) (30 child).

2 - Highly neglect parents (the first high quadrants) (30 child) , and
lowest quadrant) (30 child) . and low neglect parents {the lowest

quadrant) (30 child).

Tools of the study :

! - Parental attitude scale. (prepared by the searcher).
2 ~ The creative thinking test of the children by using motion and

deeds (Torance & prepared by Mohammad |, Thabet , 1982)
3 - Drawing man test (Goodenough Hares) {prepared by Fatma

Hanafy 1983)

4 — The form of social economic level.

Results of study :

The results indicated no differnces among the average scores

of the children belonging to the families that have high neglect



attitude and the overage scores of the children belonging to the
families that have low neglection attitude as they appear in the
creative thinking scores (The total score and its dimensions).

Also there are no significant dif fernces among the overage scores of
the children belonging to the families that have high protection
attitude and those who have low protection attitude.

The researcher interprets these results in the light of same
factors that were presented by previous studies, these factors which
affect the ability of the K.G. children for creative thinking
irrespective of parental attitudes (over-protection or neglect) such as :
1 ) Creative experience must be available in the family environment.

2 ) Interaction among brothers with in the family . (among members
of the family)

3 ) K.G. and teacher are considered as two variables affecting the
creative ability of the child.

4 ) Audio-vidual aids and eductive games which are available in the

surrounding environment of the child.
