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Abstract
“Education in the Platforms and Activities of Contemporary Political Parties in Egypt”

This study attempts at defining, analysing, and interpreting education, and other
issues intrinsically related to it, as stated in the programmes and activities of contemporary
political parties in Egypt from 1977, the date when political pluralism came into existence
after 25 years of totalitarianism. Furthermore, education, as political leadership stated, 1s a
national security issue.

The problem this study attempts to explore is the position education occupies in the
programmes and activities of contemporary political parties in Egypt, and the similarities
and differences in platforms and activities as far as each party is concerned. Accordingly,
this study aims at explaining the position education takes up in the platforms of ten
contemporary political parties in Egypt from 1977 to 2000. _

This study employs two methods of approach to explore the main thesis: the
descriptive analytical approach and the comparative approach.

This study comprises four chapter and a conclusion:

Chapter One explains the objectives of the study, defines the problem it attempts at
exploring and the method of approach it employs. The steps the study follows and its
idiomatic terms are also explained in this chapter.

Chapter Two explores the position education occupies in the programmes and activities
of the National Democratic Party.

Chapter Three deals with the position education occupies in the programmes of the
selected opposition parties.

Chapter Four compares the position education takes up in the programmes of the
National Democratic Party and the selected opposition parties.

Conclusion sums up the findings of the study.

The findings of this study are divided into three sections, the first section sums up
findings related to education in the platforms of the parties selected for this study, the
second with education activities in each party respectively, while the third sums up
findings concerning political parties programmes in general.

The most important findings of this study are the following:-

1-Most of the programmes of the selected parties take great interest in education as an
important public issue.

2-Although the programmes of the parties selected for this study are interested in
education, their interest was expressed in rather generic terms, and no specific or
detailed programmes were mentioned.

3-The activities the parties put into action are completely improportionate to their
platforms.

4-The activities of the parties selected for this study are few, rare, or nonexistent.

5-This study recommends that more research should be directed to the education issue,
as new, various, and overlapping national, regional, and international requirements
and events must be taken 1nto account.
