SUMMARY

Studies concerning the development of Faculties of Education
and promoting teachers have shown that although cultural aspects are
important in this respect, yet they get very little stress. Teachers’
development is only approached from one aspect that of the teacher’s
ability to teach students .a lesson in class. Other aspects are totally
neglected. This might lead to teachers' legal questioning as a result of
their ignorance of their occupational legislation.

No legal courses are taught in Faculties of Education despite their
importance in giving teachers the needed knowledge of their
professional rights and duties.

This study is designed to deal with the questlon of whether
secondary schools teachers are aware of their occupational
legislation’s. This question leads to the following sub-questions:

1. What is occupational legislation? What are its channels, effects
and sources?

2. What is the importance of teachers’ awareness of occupational
legislation?

3. What is the level of awareness of secondary schools teachers
concerning occupational legislation?

4. How can occupational awareness be promoted through this
study?

The objectives of the study:

-1-The study concentrates on the passages which make the
teachers aware of his rights and duties and the legislation which
control his profession.

2- It concentrates on factors that affect the awareness of the
teacher which the professional legisiation and their effects on the
educational process and duty as a teacher .

3- The study gives a good and recent concept to deepen the awareness

of the teacher with the professional legislation which control the
teachers duties and rights .

The professional legisiation:

The research means by the professional legislation that they are a group
of legislative laws , the ministry verdicts and decisions where were
prefaced (issued) by the authority that concerns the profession of
teaching (education) and also all what concern the duties and rights of
the teacher such as the number of the periods per week —the extra
periods- the security- the supervision....etc

And his duties as a teacher such as the teachers daily preparing
notebook the number and the types of the teaching notebooks which the
teacher should keep them and also his relationship with the
others.....(the headmaster,inspector-staff members-etc.




The teacher should be aware of the time when he can take a legal action
when he is treated badly or with unjustic and he should also be aware of
where he should go and to whom.

Method and instruments of research:-

The main aim of this research is to focus on or concentrate on=~
measuring the awareness (lawfully-legally awareness of the teachers
and their awareness ) of the legislation which control the profession
of teaching and the teachers duties and rights.
