Seventh: Study results:

I- Programs sample had introduced a group of miscellaneous values,
for cxample: cooperation 10.47%, tolerance 5.73 %, respecting of
the other 3.75%, honesty 3.75%, the fidelity 0.98%, generosity
0.39%. humility 0.59%. The programs also ignored some
imformation  (the cultural  and  historical information) and
concentrated on some other information (sport information). The

programs ignored some political values that belonging 0.39%.
Some negative values were presented in some programs for
example violence 57.35%. Excitation 11.76%.

Therefore we notice the lack of integration of values in the single
program and between all the programs, because of the absence of
some values (independence, rationalism, critical thinking, equality,
responsibility, work with more conscience, ............ etc)
according to the list of values.

II- The programs did not achieve objectives, concerning religious and
social values, but it reaches 88%, discovering the arts and sports
capabilities 8.74%, creation and amusement 7.10%, and other
objectives have not been achieved.

I11- Most of the programs were concentrating on the social values 31%,
knowledge values 21%, personal values 12.6%, economic values
11.30%, rational values 8.29%, moral values 7.28%, emotional

values 5.27%, beauty values 2% , and political values 1.25%
