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Summary

The case of the development of Egyptian agricultural exports
from the crucial issues, which attaches great importance to the state
as a pillar of sustainable economic development, where the
agricultural exports of the main sources of national income, and
because of the importance of horticultural crops represent of the
total value of agricultural exports on the Egyptian study the
economics of production and marketing of horticultural crops for
export, and to identify problems and obstacles to increase the export
of horticultural crops, despite Egypt enjoys significant comparative
advantage in the production of many horticultural crops.

Facing the Egyptian agricultural exports of fruit and vegetables
many of the obstacles associated with both the internal production
and marketing systems or foreign policy and economic blocs, and
export to world markets and conditions of partnership agreement
and the fierce competition in those markets in addition to an external
demand in export markets at an appropriate time and conditions
specific to the specifications and quality standards and despite the
the relative importance of exports of potatoes and green beans,
oranges, grapes, both in the total Egyptian exports, agricultural, in
particular, but the reality of these export crops is pervaded by some
of the shortcomings and difficulties in addition to the instability of
exports of those crops that does not suit the quantity of exports, with
the quantities produced.

The research aims to:

Identified the development of crop production into the study, as
well as the relative stability of the exports, during the period (1990-
2006), to study the impact of the most important economic blocs to
which Egypt and its impact on the development of exports (1990-
2006) of these crops, the relative importance devoted to identify the
competitive position of exports Egyptian crops and geographical
distribution of these crops from the importing countries, and study
the determinants of external demand for vegetable and fruit crops
under consideration.

evolution of the most important export crop of Egyptian vegetables
and fruits, and Chapter II deals with the geographical distribution of
these exports, one of the most important crops of vegetables and
fruit, and the fifth section contains two chapters, the first quarter the
most important export crops, vegetables and fruit in the competing
countries of Egypt and the second chapter of economic indicators
for the crops, and ends the summary of research, recommendations
and appendices, references and finally a summary in English.

8.3% of the average area of about 69.3 thousand acres.

Green beans are grown in Egypt in three Buttonhole Buttonhole
indigo summer, and planted during the early summer Buttonhole
half of February and extends to the beginning of March in Lower
Egypt, Nile Lug: grown as of late August to early September, in the
case of cultivation of green beans for export: depends on the Ages
of high-quality green, are cultivated during the period from October
to June. This was made possible through the cultivation and use of
modern production plants protected varieties are desirable attributes
of western European markets in terms of the length, color, and the
proportion of fiber and that the dates are different from the dates of
production in the European countries, which means the possibility
of increasing, different from the dates of their production to
countries in Europe, which means the possibility of increasing the
export opportunities.

Orange is the most important of the citrus varieties grown in
Egypt, whether for domestic consumption or for export, as orange is
the main fruit crops in terms of production and export, followed by
grapes and olives and mangoes. Spread the cultivation of oranges in
most provinces of the Republic, on the one hand the distribution of
items in the areas of agriculture, is the appropriate choice of the
appropriate type of environmental and climatic conditions in the
agriculture of the most important factors affecting the success of the
cultivation of oranges.

The study shows the fluctuation of the total area of the orange
varieties cultivated in Egypt between the increase and decrease
during the period (1990-2006), ranging from a low of about 206.8
thousand feddans in 1990 and a maximum of about 245.9 thousand
feddans in 1991, an average year during that period A amounted to
about 222.31 acres.

Is the grape crop enjoys the fruits cultivated in the new reclaimed
land where grown for export and local production, and the grape



harvest is in second place among the fruit crops in terms of area,
production and exports after the harvest oranges, the study indicates
the evolution of the total area cultivated in Egypt during the Banb
period (1990-2006) show that the area where the grapes during the
period has witnessed a remarkable Taatzaida, has increased the total
area cultivated Banb of 90.3 thousand feddans in 1990 to about 160
thousand acres in 2006 by an increase of 77.2%.

Chapter II refers to the routes for marketing crops and the most
important study of processes occurring on them.

While the two chapters dealing with Title IV, Chapter I, show
that the value of exports during the study period (1990-2006) has
fluctuated and tended to be higher, between a low of 6.95 billion
pounds in 1990, and a high of about 78.86 billion pounds in 200 ,
amounted to 22.95 billion pounds, about average for the study.

In assessing the overall time trend equation for the value of
exports during the period of the study, turned out to be a general
trend has been increasing statistically significant at the 0.01 level,
and may increase the annual value of about 3.28 billion pounds, an
average annual rate of increase of about 14.29% of the average
value of exports for the period of about 22.95 billion pounds.

Recommendations

The study found some important recommendations from the
results of the study is the views and proposals of producers and
exporters, bodies and stakeholders in order to export the system to
be for policy makers and decision makers to make use of it as much
as possible, which is summarized below:

1 - attention to trading transactions and post-harvest of horticultural
crops to convert a high percentage of waste into a product for
domestic consumption or export.

2 - Maintain and control the market input to ensure the availability
of seeds and seedlings and seed adopted and reliable, especially
for items of export, as well as to ensure that no fraudulent use of
fertilizer, and pesticides are banned, and re-activating the role of
the Bank of Development and Agricultural Credit to provide
input and fertilizer to farmers.

3 - The expansion of interest in organic agriculture, especially in the
new territory they are the export of horticultural crops, which
Egypt enjoys a comparative advantage in production.

4 - Activating the role of agricultural extension services, marketing
collaboration with the Institutes of Economics and Agricultural
Extension to achieve in order to hold seminars for the definition
of small-scale producers through improved circulation of
agricultural crops and export items and export specifications and
quality requirements, such as standard EUROPGAP, hygiene,
health, global environmental standards and packaging standards.

5 - Work to amend the provisions of the Convention on the
Egyptian-European partnership in the next stage of negotiations
to increase the volume of share Msralamsmouh export of
potatoes, oranges and prolong the period of export of the grape.

6 - export interest to grow early maturing varieties of grapes and the
development of production systems for the export of grapes in
order to enter Egypt during the period of increasing European
demand and a lack of supply of the competitors from other
countries.



7 - expansion to open new marketing outlets in the African and
Asian States and other countries in the world according to studies
conducted in this regard.

8 -to facilitate and to facilitate the application of certificates of
quality and specifications required for the export of export
because of the show the length of procedures for access to those
certificates.

9 -To encourage investors to invest in the areas of infrastructure,
marketing (packaging and processing plants and refrigerated
transport and packaging industry and the establishment of
refrigerators .....) by providing concessional loans and lengthened
the tax exemption for such projects.

10 -the establishment of laboratories specializing in analysis of the
residual effects of fertilizer and pesticides in accordance with the
conditions of health and quality standards required by global
markets, especially as the EU's main partner in Egypt's exports of
horticultural crops for the establishment of such laboratories at
airports and ports.

11 - Availability of adequate guarantees for farmers to protect them
from the fact that exporters Ptaakedathm in the development of
clear legal conditions of the contract and binding on the parties.

12 - Availability of a variety of funding sources with the application
of adequate and appropriate insurance systems on agricultural
crops, such as insurance against damage or reject the message.

13 - Encourage the formation of associations between the farmers
and can be linked to incentives by the Development Bank in the
form of soft loans to finance production and marketing assistance
by linking these associations of exporters through the
information network established by the bank.

14 - To promote and activate the role of universities and research
centers to find solutions to the problems of non-traditional
production and marketing and export, the establishment of a fund
or a program to support research and applied studies.
