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SUMMARY OF THE STUDY

INTRODUCTION:

The society lives now the time explosion of knowledge. The
psychology science 1is interested in Preparing the people to face this
explosion. This is valid by accustoming them to think using different
methods to make decisions about the range of both suitability and,
consistency of the introduced information and also the range of both utility
and righteous of these information in their life. This will prevent them
from thinking about the wrong beliefs, the superstitions or the extremely
restricted opinions.

The most interesting intellectual abilities in the field of psychology, to
face the informatic revoulution, is the evaluation ability and critical
thinking.

Several factorial studies were carried out to investigate not only the
evaluation ability in general form, but also the nature and structure of
evaluation ability through the structure of the intellect model, which 1s
undertaken by this study. The verification of the presence of evaluation
abilities involved in different contents of this model has been carried out in
different environments, of which the Egyption one (such as semantic and
behavioral evaluation abilities). It has not been verified that the evaluation
abilities are in other contents such as are involved evaluation of symbolic
contents.

Other factorital studies have been carried out to investigate the
structure of critical thinking abilities, but some contradictions between

these studies were found. Moreover overlapping have been found between

the concept of evaluation ability due to Guilford model’s, and critical
thinking ability through several opinions of researchers in this field.
Therefore the present study is interested in verification of evaluation
abilities in the light of symbolic content dimension and six products
dimension. The study is interested also in searching for the structure of
critical thinking abilities and exploring whether the critical thinking and

evaluation ability are different or not.

Aim of the study:

1-Verification of the presence of evaluation ability factors through some of
Guilford’s model dimensions in the light of both the symbolic content
dimension and the six products dimensions .

2-Exploring the factorial structure of critical thinking abilities.

3-Exploring the differences between critical thinking and evaluation
abilities.

Statistical method :-

The researcher used factor analysis by means of the principale
components analysis of Hotline and the Varimax method of the axises
rotation. This has been carried out by the computer program spss.

3-The presence of evaluation of symbolic relation factor.

4-The presence of evaluation of symbolic systems factor.

5-The presence of evaluation of symbolic transformation factor.

6-The factor of evaluation of symbolic implication has not been verified to
be present.

7-No distinction between the critical thinking abilities in the critical
thinking tests found, and the critical thinking structure has been
explored.

8-The presence of partial difference between critical thinking abilities and

evaluation abilities of symbolic contents.
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
