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Introduction:

Early childhood is considered one of the important stages in
human life that started by relying on others then developed in
growth to independence and self reliance. In this stage the child
moves from the home environment to the day care center or
kindergarten. Then his interaction with the surrounding environment
starts. She/he learns social habits, attitudes, and discrimination
between right and wrong though not knowing the moral for it.

As a result education has become one of the main dominant
1ssues in society. Reviewing the Egyptian educational system has
become a necessity to face the upcoming challenges in the era of
knowledge revolution .The education status in Egypt and other
Arabic countries is still modest compared to other countries. The
children suffer from many problems like depravation from attending
kindergarten, literacy and the limited chances of attending lower
stages in regular education compared to advanced countries.

The study problem:

The advanced countries dedicate great interest to child
education. We find that the Arabic republic of Egypt is one of the
countries that are in dire need for child education and preparation.
Therefore Egypt insisted on organizing work in kindergartens
affiliated to National organizations by setting goals, supervision and
acceptance age, which resulted in the increase of the accepted
numbers.

The inspection of the current accumulation in kindergartens
administrated by the ministry of education showed that kindergarten
enrollment percentage is approximately 15.6%. This requires an
increase in places provides and prepared for children in kindergarten
to achieve a higher percentage. This is the reason for issuing this
study to determine the capabilities of civil society assassinations in
children's enrollment in kindergartens.
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The question of the study can be represented as follow:

What is the status of current acceptance and enrollment in
kindergarten?

From the previous question several sub questions are posed:

- What are the associations of civil societies that can contribute
in the enrollment of kindergarten children?

- What are the problems and difficulties which face civil
societies associations in accepting kindergarten children?

- What 1is the suggested plan to activate the role of Non
government organizations (civil society associations) in
accepting kindergarten children?

The study goals:

The current study aims to:
1- Study the current status of civil society associations.

2- Identify civil societies associations that can contribute in the
enrollment of children in kindergarten stage.

3- Determine the most important problems and issues that face
civil society associations in the enrollment of children in
kindergarten stage.

4- Pose a suggestion to activate the role of civil society
associations in the enrollment of children in kindergarten stage.
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The study importance:

The reviewing of previous studies and past literature concerning
childhood and civil society associations that works in the field of
child development proved the absence of any study that discusses
the existence of a partnership between civil society associations
and the ministry of education — other than the one at hand.

The importance of study is represented in:

I- The current study contributes in activating the role of civil
society associations in the care of preschool child.

2- It benefits parents by providing the chance for the enrolment of
their children in kindergarten.

3- It reinforces the relation between the educational
administrations that supervise kindergartens and civil society
associations.

4- Tt benefits the personals working in civil society associations
and the ministry of social affaires.

The study limits:

Human limits:

- The directors of kindergartens in Non government
organizations.

- The teachers in Non government organizations.
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Time limits:

The questionnaire was applied in the period from October to
December 2013.

Place limits:

The study is limited to Non government organizations that work in
the human development which contain kindergartens. They are
approximately (161) associations from a total number of (1698) that
exist in Alexandria Governorate. The total number of Non
government organizations in Egypt amounts to (2500) in number.

The study methodology:

The researcher used the descriptive analytic method in the study.

The study tools:

A questionnaire to identify the status of current acceptance and
enrolment in kindergarten stage in non government organizations
was prepared by the researcher.

The study procedures:

I- Reviewing literature, references and past studies about
associations of civil societies and kindergarten to determine the
aspects of the study problem.

2- Preparing the study questionnaire to determine the status of
current acceptance and enrolment in kindergarten stage which will
face associations.
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3- Reviewing the research tool (questionnaire) by a group of
arbitrators from faculty members, experts and specialists in the field
to verify its validity and reliability.

4- Appling the questionnaire on the exploratory sample of the study
to verify its validity and reliability.

5- Appling the questionnaire on the main sample of the study and
processing the data statistically to answer the questions posed by the
study.

6- Planning for the suggested proposal for activating the role of
those associations in kindergarten children enrolment.

The study results:

I- There 1s a low percentage of enrolment in kindergartens
especially in some areas where children suffer from environmental,
cultural and educational deprivation.

2- Kindergartens are built in a random way.
3- Buildings do not accommodate all the number of children.

4- There i1s no educational supervision in kindergarten in non
government organizations.

5- There aren't enough human or financial resources for monitoring
the educational process in kindergarten in non government
organizations.

6- The Ilimited capacities of those organizations to manage
kindergartens.

7- The absence of communication between non government
organizations.
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8- The increase in children numbers in most kindergartens which
affect the quality of the education in kindergarten stage negatively.

9- There are no kindergartens in some primary schools whether
affiliated to it or independent.

10- The programs of the educational activities in kindergarten are
traditional and inflexible and lack some facts, concepts, skills and
necessary behavior that is necessary for the child to moderately and
gradually adapt to the society of knowledge and information
technology.

11- There is shortage in the number of kindergarten teachers that are
academically and professionally qualified which leads to hiring
unqualified teachers.

12- The lack of enlightened educational leadership of the philosophy
of kindergarten that can lead the system, practice and ideas to
achieve educational, social and psychological targets efficiently.

13- The weakness in organized directed training programs for
teachers and administrations in kindergarten.

14- Teachers and administrators are not specialized in kindergarten
which reflects negatively on the quality of child education.

15- The society partnership is dormant in reinforcing child education
although there is a dire need for building and equipping
kindergartens especially in private sector with the cooperation of
non government organizations.

16- The low level of awareness of the importance of kindergarten
stage in a large segment of society as they consider it a luxury and
not a necessity.
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17- The prevalence of misguided conceptions in many sectors of
public opinion concerning kindergartens as they believe in the
necessity of executing mythological educational activity.

18- The lack of national standards for kindergartens that ensure full
quality in educational process inside kindergarten associations.

Finally, the researcher reached a suggested perspective to activate
the role of non government organizations in the enrollment of
children in kindergartens.

The study recommendations:-

1- The activation of the ministerial decree No. 335, dated
23/10/2008.

2- The canceling of the enrolment system in kindergarten.
3- The activation of the suggested proposal.

4- The government encouragement of individual efforts in building
kindergartens and set up a fund for educational buildings in the
governorate and impose local fees for the benefit of the
governorate's education buildings.
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
