Rumour is mouth-lo-mouth communication of unconfirmed Stories
and anecdotes,  [Uis ane of the most formidable weapom of the psycbological
warfare,

Hisiorians helieve that Genghiskhan elfected his Mangol conguese
with ‘limitlesshordes™ of wild Tarter hooermen, who floaded the wirld by
weighit of sheer numbers. Recent rescarch shows that the countryside of
inner Asis could not possibly have produced such a wltitude. Tt hus
transpiced that he was & master-geniug in the art of peychological wiurfare.
He: had no doubt surpassed whaiever the Germans, Russians and Americans
Iiad achieved in this field during the Second World War.  He applicd by
inglinct the weehnical principles Which we new eall the “Blick Propaganila™
with marvellous skill. He used espionsge to plan his campaigos and
detiberutely used rumour to exageerate account: of his Loge nymbers,
their stupidity and ferocity.
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Genghis even used the spies of the cnemmy as 3 means of fraghtening the
enemy.  When spies were at hand, he indoctrinated them with cumours
concerning his own forces, their overwhelming strengih, their futhlesiness,
endurance and obedicnce w their officers,  The spies conveved the
nformation Mithfully to their people; thus the. battle was won before it
wis fought,

If the gifted leaders of the past had employed rumonr i3 o weapon of
pevchological warfare without reading a word of Freud or FPavlov, psychology
makes it possible, in modern times, vot only for the able but fur e
ordinary officer 10 caleulate his persuasion systemarically and o ohgain
the same results withour being a genius or endowsd swith mystio power of
intuition. The psychologist can bring to the attention of the soldier thime
elements of the human mind which are usually kept out of sight. Hy 'can
show him how 1o convert lust into resentment, individual resourcefulness
inth mass cowardice, friction into distrust and prefudice inlo fury.

Defeat in war is ultimately & conquest of the mind. Marghal Poci said.
“A Dbartle won, is a barle in which one will not confess to anesell” being
beaten™.

The object of killing the enemy and making him suffer iy to force him
to surrender or to change his auitude of mind sa as o relinquish lis
determination 10 resist and predispose him 10 accept cdefear.  This can
anly be achieved by launching beside the physieal warlare & payohological
warfure. Its oljective would be to propare the enemmy by metiy of Argument,
suugyestion, enlightennient, delusion and other indirecs means 1o surrender,
It is to shake his morale o the extent of helieving that the pursuance of
war is more harmful than defear.

I'he Germans had mobilized their scientists and more particularly the
Prychalogists and credted 3 Swfl Headquarters fir Militry Pyychology
hesude the militars operations headguasters, It had sectinns devoted to
“Offenave Morale™ and to “Defensive Marale”.

Tine has not come vet to disclose the rumouns which were seutiered
in Pulestine during the reoent campaign.

This kind of rumour hawever incite to action. 1t happened in France
befire Palestine. 1t onimes an reports of the approach of enemy troops.
With them the danger is real, pulpable and immediae, for the listener teeuds
to dn something: about it suddenly and violently, He pucks a few of
his meost cherished possessions on a camel, collects his Family and starts
nut of town away from the enemy. Then he himself becomes a rumou,
and the rumour becomes o fact, for people see hum going and decide w
gﬂ L.

Mary o rumowr was spread by the Zioaists with view of intimidating
tha Egyprian foree besefjged at Faloufs and inducing them to surrender,
bt Lhye Commanding Officer was on the alert, He securest the truth from
the headquanteres by wireless (using secret code). Onee the Jews dispersed
the news that the Officer Commanding of the ot Egyptian Batalion lus
killed and his troops annihilated.  As evidence of their truthfulnes they
preduced a photograph of said officer’s identity card.  But it was prived
that the news was & lie. The Falonjs Commander was able w speak by
radic-telephony 1o the alleged dead commander.  Ts turned Gut that the
latter had aceidently lost hix identity card in the batile held.  Then he
Falouia Commander wis able t0 thwart the fale rumour.
