Commonly such afTices might be
cenFerred upon {ather and son for gneration9, bul this was a matter
of habit und trining mather than of rle. Winh such deputized res­
pnsibility, there was built up a body of men of indcpendent iniiative,
which ultimately would prescnt a competition to the powcr df the
thrortE.

&nes and texts slow the thEor of tcmplE $ervice, by whieh the king
wد s the sole priest of every god Every day, only he had relahions both
to gods and ١o men. Obwiously thc king couا not cary out the
daily nitual and the festiva] cremomies for every local od ع in the land,
So priests were deleyatcd to act for tHE king in serving th- gods in
the ttmples just as tivil srvants wctcd in the rUyal nAmc in tie
gOvernmtEnt, When a pricst ktockcd on the door of a shrine in ٥
tmple to wake thc god. up, he assured the god that it was all right,
bCتauS the king had sent li1, so 1hat le was acting wit proper
authority. As in the cAkc of 1he civil servict, perennial practice
gradually gave thc priEs grcater 9ا independenc and greaاer powr,

d) Thus we reach a question which canMut te 8n wered ذ : Hrw
much pawer did the king really hae? In pan, it cannot he Rnswered
because the sitation chrged from ag to ag€. The ovewhelming
«ize ٥f the pyrumids of the Fonrtl Dynasty show a goncenlrtion of
autoTity with thc king, just as the relatively largc sun-tcmples of the
Fifh Dynasty show the conpeting power aF tlse priesthood of Helia­
pohis at that time. The dependcni clustering of the tomb of t  hع
tobles around the king's pyramd in thE Fourt١ Dynasty contrasts with
the indcrrndent location of the tomb of Ue nobles in their Own home
districls in the $ixth Dynasty. ln the First Intemncdiat Reriod, when
tlعw ccntmlizcd state broke down, nohles cpture some of the preroga­
tie3 and dignities of the king and never suTrendered some ٥f them, as
