in the first place because ho is an Arab luslim and evory

Apab has to stond by his Arab brethern. Also he is a luslim,
end a3 a Muslim, ho has to stand by his luslim brothers.

H.tM. continued 3aying that he & all the Araba
aro the friends of the Alliez and in his own opinlon, 1t 13
in the interssts of the Arabs, tualims & Christlans, to
continue thsir friendship with the Allies & come to en
understanding with them. At the same time H.M. considers
this frisndship end understanding to be at the same time in
tho interests of the allies themselves.

H.M. stated that during the war, he tried his
best to advise the Arabs & Muslims & specially those in
India, to Sse eys to eye with the British; because it is in
their interest to do so. Hers the Clhairman thanked H.M. for
this valuable advise.

B.4., continued & said: The Zionism Question in
Palestine interests the Muslims & the Arabs generally and
intarasts him particularly. The enmity between the Jews &
the Muslims is not of today but it goes bdack for thousands
of years, God have stated that in His Holy book by saying:
®You will find that the most antogonist to the falthful
are those who are Jews & heathen and you you will find tho
nearsst to the faithful & friendly with then aro those who
sald we are Christians. This is becauss they have their
priests & monks & never being haitghty."

H.%. sald that what principles contained in this
verse ars the foundation of his preliglous policy & that of
all Muslims, What conserns him most in this particular
Question than any other Arad or Muslim is that he is an
Areb and for the Arabs. The Muslims inown my religious
attitude & my attachment to the rigid law of religion. For
this they accept all what I say on their bshalf for thelr
good opinion of myself and their belliel of my sincerity.

H.M. continued: The Jews are our enemies everywhers
Wherever they are found they intrigue & work againat us, I
am sure of two things, the first 1s that the Jews spare no
effort to disrupt the good relations between the Arabs and
their friendsof G.B. & Americau The second 1s that 1f the
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Jawlan immipgration contlnuss as it 13 now & thelr property
ircrossed In Palestins, thzy will ba a greet danger to all
ths Arads, They have all tho msana to obtaln arcazents &
wmoney & there is no doubt that they will use all of it
agalnat the Araba, At tho sems time, this will cause a great
trouble for Gt. Britaln, What the Committoce had seen on
theis visit to Palestiine proves our theory right.

Did the Comulttes notice the condlitions of the
A-ats & those of the Jews?

Did the Committee rotics bow the Jews lead a 1ile
of luxury in thelr housss witlk thelr arms, wealth &
strength while the Arabs, the legal owners of the csuntry,
li7e i misary & povers:y?

Did pot tie Jews declars t3 the commiliae thel:r
cwnership of vast arsaz and big farms and infora thes of
thel> activisy to ths contTary of those wicked pecple (e
Acats)?

If the Cornistse would like to lcow the rsal
resscn for all this I can easily put them sight to the raal
causes which lead bot: sides to thelr present pesition.
