After polling ended on Nov. 7 and statewide vote counting results started coming
in, it became obvious that the race was very tight. The media, in a race to get the
credit for breaking the news first, initislly projected a Gore victory in Florida on
the bagis of exit polls. Later, as results of more Florida counties became
available, the media reversed their position and projected Bush to be the winner
in Florida. Victory in Florida had become crucial for both candidates as out of a
total of 538 clectoral college votes Gore had 267 while Bush’s score was 246.
Whoever could win a total of 270 clectoral votes would be the 43rd President of
the US. Since Florida had 25 electoral votes, it was going to decide the next
President of the US. After the networks projected Bush to be winner, Gore
called Bush and conceded. According to the Asian Wall Street Journal (Dec 15-
17, 2000) as thc networks put the state back in too-close-to-call status for a
second time, at 3 a.m. Gore called Bush to retract his concession. As the events
unfolded it became clear that there were a number of problems in the balloting
e.g. voting machines were very old and broken, hence many of them were
malfunctioning. The way the ballot papers were printed, when the voters used
these machines 1o vote in favor of Gore, they ended up marking the vote in a
manner that either it looked like a vote for Mr. Bush, or the mark came out in
such a way that according to the rules, in a machine count it would be rejected.
The Gore camp appesled for a hand recount and this led to court battles between
the two camps, first in the Florida statc’s Supreme Court and then in the US
(Federal) Supreme Court. The 7Time magazine (Asian edition, December 4,
2000) summarized the positions of the two camps in these legal battles as
follows:

Democrats say election officials must count any ballot for which they can
reasonably determine the voter’s intent, including dimpled chads - ballots on
which a box for a candidate was intended but not actually pierced. The
Republicans arguc that the voting machines are more reliable than humans and
that no ballot should count if it doesa’t register in machine tabulation.

The Bush camp finally took the case to the US Supreme Court which ruled in
their favor by a narrow 5-4 margin.

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® The split of Christcndom into the Eastern (Greek Orthodoxy) and Westemn
(Romen Catholicism) was formally ratified in 1054, but the conflicts that led to
this division were present from the very beginning. They were deeply rooted in
every aspect of the religio-social identity of the followers on both sides, from the
interpretation of the doctrine of the Trinity and other theological issues to
tradition, geography, culture, language and calendar, to name a few. From
Chidester's detailed discussion of these conflicts we briefly highlight here some
of the major ones. According to the Eastern Orthodox belief, the ultimate
religious authority resided in the Byzantine Emperor, as he was the source of the
religious, political and cultural unity of the entire Christendom on a global scale,
whereas Westem Chnistianity ascribed all of this power to the Pope. Eastern
Christisnity also belicved that the imperial dignity implied a power from God
which gave the emperor the jurisdiction over the management and the human
affairs of the Church;, hence the Pope was subject to the emperor’s authority.
Western Christianity, on the other hand, advocated that the Pope, by virtue of
being the heir of St. Peter (due to the unbroken succession) provided continuity
and was ‘Vicar of St. Peter’. Hence in this capacity the Pope was undisputed
lesder of the Universal Church of Christ. (Note that St. Peter was one of the
twelve apostles of Jesus and is said to have been designated by him as ‘fisher of
men’ [or missionary] assigned the task to convert others to Christianity). Under
this mission Peter is said to have gone to Rome where he was killed by the
Roman cmperor Nero during the persecution of Christians. The Eastern
Orthodoxy designated Constantinople as the heir to the holy city of Jerusalem
while Western Christianity bestowed this status upon the city of Rome, which is
said to have been founded by St. Peter. The Eastern Orthodoxy adopted the
Greck language as the language of worship while Catholicism adopted Latin for
this purpose. The differences between Eastern and Western Christianity were so
wide ranging that they encompassed almost cvery aspect of life - the calculation
of the dates of Easter and Christmas, church practices and rituals, and
management and organization of the church etc. For details see:

The belief that Jesus Christ will retum and rule this world is known as the

Millennialism or the Second Coming of Christ. There is a deep confusion as to

the interpretation of millennialism in the evangelical theology as there are three

diverse views in this regard. One believes in postmillennialism and the other in

premillennialism while the third one, advocated by Dwight L. Moody (1837-99),

is called “dispensational premillennialism. Postmillennialism was advocated at

the beginning of the 19th century by the prominent fundamentalist preacher of

Massachusetts, Charles Finney. Finney, looking at the progress of American
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socicty at the beginning of the 19th century, argued that the world, led by the
U.S.. would first expericoce a thousand ycars of peace and prosperity, after
which Christ would return to earth to rule forever. Since in this model the Second
Coming of Christ would occur after the millennium, this view was called
postmillennialism. This view was opposed by the premillennialists who argued
that the world would increasingly face worse and bigger problems e.g. political
anarchy, religious apostasy, moral turpitude, earthquakes, plagues, and the like.
It is after these problems and miseries that the Second Coming of Christ will
occur. As a result of this belief, premillennialism has usually developed s wider
following in bad times than in good, since it offers hope in difficult times. The
Dispensationalismn offers further support to premillennialism by advocating that
before the Second Coming of Christ the world would practically become a
gloomy place to live. The last dispensation will be “the Rapture” at which point
faithful Christians will be “caught up to meet the Lord in the air”, leaving the rest
of humanity to face an unprecedented congeries of calamities known as the
‘tribulation’. The tribulation will be a seven year period in which the “Antichrist”
will control the world. The tribulation period will end with the Second Coming
of Christ, who will defeat the Antichrist in the battle of Armageddon which will
be followed by the millennium and Final Judgment.

His
Medicare Act provided health insurance to cover hospital costs for the elderly,
and Medicaid provided assistance to the poor who were not elderly. The poor
families which could not find adequate public housing were given rent subsidy.
A new Cabinet level Department for Housing and Urban Development (HUD)
was established. It was headed by Robert Weaver, the first African American
ever to be appointed as a Cabinet member in the history of the United States.

228 The American Civil War (1861-1865) was fought between the cleven Southem
states that seceded from the Union and the Federal government. The war was the
culmination of the growing tensions between the Northern and the Southern parts
of the United States. These two parts had conflicting socioeconomic and political
interests. The Northern economy mainly depenided on industrialization while its
agriculture was based on small, family run fairms. The Southern economy, on the
other hand, was mainly agrarian and dependad upon farge farms that employed
slaves. Thus the Southern states wanted to maintain slavery while the Northem
states were against it. Besides this, both North and South were competing to
extend their political and economic influence on the territories in the newly
opened west. Eventually the eleven states of the South seceded from the United
States and formed the Confederacy. The formnal announcement of the formation
of confederacy was made in a popular convention on December 20, 1860; only a
few weeks after the clection of Abraham Lincoln as the president of the United
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States in November 1860. Despite Lincoln being the president of the U.S., the
Confederate States elected Jefferson Davis as their President on February 7,
1861. These states, in order of their secession are: South Carolina (Dec. 20,
1860), Mississippi (Jan. 9, 1861), Florida (Jan. 10, 1861), Alabama (Jan. 11,
1861), Georgia (Jan 19, 1861), Louisiana (Jan. 26, 1861), Texas (Feb. 1, 1861),
Virginia (April 17, 1861), Arkansas (May 6, 1861), North Carolina (May 20,
1861) and Tennessec (Junc 8, 1861). The states of Delaware, Maryland,

but its defeat meant that the abolition of slavery was going to be imposed upon it
by the Federal government. Conscquently, after the Civil War the white
supremacists and religious zealots formed a secret terrorist organization in the
South. It was called the Ku Klux Klan (KKK). This name was drawn from the
Greek word ‘Kulos* meaning ‘circle’. The word circle implied that in the Greek
City State democracy and right to vote and lead was limited only to white men
who were free and owned property. Slaves did not have the right to vote. Hence
the Greek democracy was confined to a limited circle of the society only; it was
not for everyone. The KKK also belicved that the blacks who were slaves (prior
to emancipation) should not be given the right to vote. As stated by Perry et al. in
Western Civilization : Ideas, Politics and Society “The Greeks regarded slavery
as a necessary pre-condition for civilized life; for some to be free and
prosperous, they belicved, others had to be enslaved.” (P. 64). The Klan was
originally established in Pulaski, Tennessee, on December 24, 1865 by a group
of former confederate army officers and soon spread to other Southern states.
They believed in the innate inferionity of blacks and hence were against the idea
of the civil equality of blacks and their rise to political positions of power and
influence. The KKK terronzed public officials who attempted to carry out
policies of social equality. They also terrorized blacks to prevent them from
voting. The Klan was also joined by those Christian fundamentalists who
justified terrorism in the name of religion and committed acts of terror against
Catholics and Jews. *“It was customaty for the Klansmen to bum crosses on
hillsides and near the homes of those they wished to frighten. When such tactics
failed to produce the desired effect, their victims might be flogged, mutilated or
murdered.” In the second half of the 20" century the Klan has remained visibly
active in support of racial segregation in public schools and against the civil
rights movement.

“The following age, the Kingdom of God, will be ruled by God, will be
perfect, and will last forever, and only the good, formerly oppressed, will
enjoy it.”

Since most of the apocalyptic writings were written during the period of
persccution, their authors used an indirect style of expressing themselves.
Hence the apocalyptic literature has some secondary characteristics, like:
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“pseudonaminity, the ascribing of an apocalyptic work to some earlier
revered figure (for example, a prophet or a saint); contending hierarchies of
angels and demons; a faith in God who will fulfill the promises of the Bible;
a belief in a heavenly city and a heavenly paradise reserved for the just in
the age to come.” Certain books of the Bible or their parts are regarded as
apocalyptic; especially the last book of the New Testament called
‘Revelation’ (in the King James Version) is a well recognized apocalyptic
piece of literature.
