with "virtual world" or "virtual reality”. The
invention of the word "cyberspace” is gen-
crally credited to US science-fiction writer
William Gibson {(1948-) and his first novel
Neuromancer 1984. As well as meaning
the interactive environment encountered in
a virtual reality system, cyberspace is
"where"” the global community of comput-
er-linked individuals and groups lives,

Cybernetics was founded and named in
1947 by US mathematician Norbert Wien-
er. Originally, it was the study of control
systems using feedback to produce auto-

mic processes.
Von Neumann, John 1903 - 1957,
/ Von neumann /

Hungarian-born US scientist and mathe-
matician, Known for his pioneering work
on computer design. He invented his
"rings of operators” (called Von Neumann
algebras) in the late 1930s, and also con-
tributed to sct theory, games theory, cyber-
netics (with his theory of self-reproducing
automata, Von Neumann machines), and
the development of the atomic and hydro-

gen bombs.

He was born in Budapest and became an
assistant professor of physical mathematics
at Berlin University before moving to
Princeton, US, in 1929, where he later be-
came professor of mathematics, In the ear-
ly 1940s he described a design for a

stored-program computer.
Wiener Norbert 1894 - 1964.

Born in Columbia,
Missouri, Wiener was a child prodigy, at-

It began in 1984 and late 1994
was estimated to have around 40 million
users on |1.000 networks in 70 countries,
with an estimated one million new users

joinig every month.

The Intermet began with funding from the
US National Science Founation as a means
to allow American universities to share the
resources of five national supercomputing
centers. Its numbers of users quickly grew
as access became cheap enough tor do-
mestic users to thetr own links on personal
computers. By the early 1990s the wealth
of information made freely available on
this network had increased so much that a
host of indexing and searvices sprang up
