To put something to a good use: To
make proper use of.

I can put
it to a good use.

Use and wont: Customs and habits.
We go in our lives according to use and
wont in most cases.

Public utility: Something of great use to
the public.

Utility man: Actor of the smallest parts.
Utmost limits: Extreme boundary.

Utmost reluctance: Greatest
disinclination, Hesitation.

I will meet him with the utmost
reluctance.
