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«Race» In The Third Reich
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And what was a Jewish dog? It was a dog that belonged to a

Jewish family!
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Sad to say , this racial nonsense became law in the Nazi
Third Reich . It was the code by which Germans were forced to
live for twelve years.
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1- We speak of a race as a species or division of mankind .
Thus , there are five main races : the white , black , brown , red

, and yellow . But that is as far as we can go .
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2- There is no such thing as a “Pure” race . The peoples of
the world are mixed so much that a pure race would be impos-

sible .
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3. There is no such thing as a superior race , No one race
has ever proved itself superior to any other .
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4- There is no such thing a German race or a British race .
It would be just as siliy to say that there is an American race !
All these peoples, whether Germans or British , or Amercans ,
form a nation, not a race.
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5. There is no such thing as a Jewish race . It would be just
as folish to speak of a Catholic or Moslem race ! These are re-

ligions , not races .
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6- There is no such thing as an Aryan race . aryans are
merely people who belong to the same language group . Thus
Germans; British , French , Italians , and persians are al Ar-
yan - speaking peoples .
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Hitler denied all this . In Mein Kampf he said that the state
must place as the central point of the life of the community ,
and must guard the preservation of its purity.
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Again , he said , The race question is the key not only to

world history but also to human culture in general .
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Hatred For The Jews
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In Mein Kampf he wrote : “The black - haired Jewish youth

lies for hours in ambush , a Satanic Joy in his face , for the un-
suspecting girl whom he pollutes with his blood and steals her

own race”’
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As proof that the Jews wanted to dominate the world , Hit-
ler Hitler reprinted millions of copies of a pamphle called The
protocols of the Elders of Zion . According to this little booklet
, Jewish leaders from all over the world come to Switzerland
once a year to meet on a cemetery and tell how each one is get-
ting along on his campaign to control the life of his own coun-
try,.
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The worst Jew baiter of all was Julius Streicher , who used
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his scandal sheet , Der Stuermer , to attack the Jews in Screa-
mig back and red headlines . Jewish doctors , he said , could
not be trusted because they gave dope to German girls . “The

Jew , ¢ he shouted , “ is the devil in human form .

The wretched Jews “ he said, “enemy of the human race , is
the cause of all our suffering “ He wanted every Jew out of
Germany
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When Jewish blood spurts from under the knife ,

Things Will be twice as good as before .
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He ordered that “the Jewish question be solved for all time .

Any Jew in Europe the Nazis could capture was to be put to
death .
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The Anti - Christ
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He rejected Christianity as as alien idea , foreign to the pure

racial culture of the Germans . “Antiquity” said Hitler, “was
better than modern times because it did not know Christianity

and syphilis . «
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Here was Hitler,s criticism of Christianity :
1- It was a religion that sided with everything weak and low.
2- It was purely Jewish and oriental in origin .

3- The religion began 2.000 years ago among sick , exhaust-
ed , and despairing men who had lost their belief in life.
4- Christian ideas of*“forgiveness of sin“resurrection‘and

“salvation’were just nonsense .

5. The Christian idea of mercy was dangerous.One must
never extend mercy to his enemies . “Mercy is an un - German
conception .”

6- Christian “love” was silly : love paralyzes .

7- The Christian idea of equality of all human beings n}gant
that the inferior , the ill . the crippled , the criminal , and‘.the

weak were protected .
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Hitler,s reply was a new series of trials of monks and lay

brothers on charges of immorality and currency Violations .

Instead of the “weak Christian religion, ‘“Hitler Wanted a
German” National Church” With an Aryan clergy and Aryan
ethics. This was what he called “positive Christianity ,” What

was to be the new German Christian religion .
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Here was the program of Hitler’s new “German
Christianity” .

1 - Throw out the Old Testment - it is a Jewish book . Also
throw out parts of the New Testment .

2 - Christ must be regarded not as Jewish, but as a Nordic
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martyr put to death by the Jews, a kind of warior who by His

death saved the world from Jewish domination .

3 - Adolf Hitler is the new Messsiah sent to earth to rescue

the world from the Jews.

4 - the Swastika succeeds the cross as the symbol of German
Christianity.

5 - German land, German blood, German soul, German art

- these four must become the most sacred things of all
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The Time of the Cross has gone now.
The Sun - wheel shall arise ,
And so , with god we shall be free at last
and give our people their honor back.
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Hitler did not openly come to the support of the new
paganism . He was too shrewd a politician to do that . But he
was not opposed to its ideas . In 1937, he warded the National
Prize , Germany's vcersion of the Nobel prize , to Alfred
Rosenberg , foe of Christianity and leader of the Neo - pagans .

Rosenberg . Nazi philosopher , wanted a return to the old

Teutonic religion of fire and sword.
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“whoever has the youth has the future”.

ADOLF HITIER
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HITLER had some very definite ideas about educatioin . “I
begin with4he young” , he said” We older ones are used up . we
are rotten to the marrow”.

But my magnificent youngsters! Are there anyfiner ones in
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the world? look at these young men and boys ! What material !

with them I can make a new world .

“My teching will be hard . Weakness will be knocked out of
them . Aviolently active , dominating , brutal youth - that is
what I am after . Youth must be indifferent to pain . there must
be no weaknes or tenderness in it . I want to see once more in
its eyes the gleam of pride and indepenence of the beast of prey.
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“they shall learn to overcome their fear of death unde
theseverests”

“This is the heroic stage of youth . Out of it will come the
creative man , the god - man!”
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He who wants to be a soldier,
That one must have a weapon
Which he must load with powder.

And with a good hard bullet ,
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Little fellow , if you want to be a recruit,
Take good care of this little song!
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“Song of the Hitler Youth”

“Maidens , Practice sport “Hitler commanded . He wanted
German girls to grow up strong and healthy for one reason - to
bring new German Warriors into the world . “The one absolute
aim of female education , he wrote in Mein Kampf ,” must be
with a view to the future mother” .
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The childless woman had no place in the third reich .
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“The most important thing in the world is to become a
mother . The Fuehrer demands this and nothing else from all
German girls . You must perform this important service for the

Fatherland.
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Their hopes of becoming doctors and lawyers were ruined .

Their only function was to breed soldiers for Hitler .
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But at the same time Hitler called for more and more

children .
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The Road To War, 1934- 1939
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Hitler answered them with honeyed words about peace ,
appeals to “reason” and demands for “justice” , He went on to

build his army .
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“For the good of the German people we must wish for war

every fifteen or twenty years’.
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He was getting ready to smash his way to power in Europe
and the rest of the world .
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»I do not care Whether there is a world war or not . I am

determined to settle it and to settel it soon .
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this was the high point of appeasement , the act of
sacrificing principles to avoid aggression . Chamberlain flew
home showing a signed paper and stating that he had brought

“peace for our time”.
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The Nazis were joyful . “You see,” they said , “We told youk
the glorious Fueherr can do no wrong!”
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“It is no longer a question of right or wrong , “he said , “but
life or death for eighty million human beings . “And by human
beings he meant the Germans .
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Few weeks after the attack, Poland was crushed like an egg
between German and Russian forces .
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President Roosevelt commented : “On this tenth day of June
» 1940 the hand that held the dagger has struck it into the back
of its ne
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: Prime Minister Churchill used Just one Word to describe
Mussolini,s behavior : Cowardice .”’
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To the surprise of the entire world the battle of France
turned out to be a great victory for Hitler . The French army ,
supposed to be the strongest in the world , collapsed like a

house of cards before Hitler,s thundering hordes .
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At a clearing in the forest of compiegne the armistice of
November 11,1918 had been signed by the Germans . Aganite
block carried these words :'" Here on November 11,1918 ,
succumbed the criminal pride of the German Empire ..

vanquished by the free people it tried to enslave .”
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Said that Hitler had attained heights of millitary genius
achieved only once before in German history - by Frederick the
Great . The Fuehrer , he said, deserved all the credit for

planning and directing the German victories in Poland ,
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Norway , and Westerm Europe .
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“Der Fuehrer” he shouted , was the man who planned it . In
long nights, for weeks and month, Adolf Hitler Worked out
every phase of military action . He even out Iined all minor

attacks down to the very Iast detail .”

Goering Went on inthis vein : “There is no Warship no gun,
no weapon in existence that the Fuehrer does not know . As an
old soldier onthe front lines during World War , he knows th
evalue of manpower . His enormous energy and his sense of
discipline make every German officer and private work to the

limit of what is humanly possible .”
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Rommel was a hero even to his enemies . British Tommies
had begun using the term “doing a Rommel’ when something
was done just right . Prime Minister Winston Churchill said
this of Rommel : “We have a very daring and skillful opponent
against us , and I may say across the havoc of war , a great

general .”
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""We shall create the Sixth Army a new , ¢ was Hitler,s only

comment .
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To Hitler , Germany was the greatest of all countries.
“Today” , he said “ our movement stands lik a rock, and every
one of us is ready to fight for it to our last breath . God, who
createsd the German People , has made us strong enough to do
this . A nation like Germany riveted together with steel bands
cannot be crushed by the illwill of the whole world . We reach
forward a hand of friendship to all those who desire peace , but
we will offer a mighty resistance to whomsoever refuses to

recognize our independence and denies us equality of rights.”
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“There,s no about it, “he said once , “Roosevelt is a sick

brain.”
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Hitler,s ideas of right and wrong were chearly revealed in
these secrets talks .Whatever the Nazis did for Germany , no
matter what it was , was right . “We may be inhuman!” he
said, “but if we save Germany we have repaired the greatest
injustice in the world . We may be immoral ! But if our people

are saved , we have paved the way for morality .”
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The Third Reich Begins to Totter : 1943-1944
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There was fighting in North Africa . Here Hitler hoped to
see his Afrika Korps drive on to Egypt, take the Suez Canal ,
and then push through to the Middle and far East.
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Early in the war Hermann Goering had boasted : “If a

single Allied bomb drops on Berlin, then you can call me

Meyer ! “Many Berliners now bitterly called him Meyer .
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Gone were the great victories of the Gone were Hitler,s days

of glory . past Gone was the chance of world conquest . Gone

was the Nazi dream .
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
