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3 . Everybody has heard of the Okaz Fair that was held every year.
The Arabs came from all parts of Arabia to prove their eloquence
and compete in poetry . It was in that eloquent atmosphere with such
surroundings that the Holly Quran revealed to Allah’s seal prophet
Mohammed ( Peace be upon him ) .
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4 . It is through Allah’s seal Prophet and Apostle Mohammed ( peace
be upon him ) and through Allah’s seal Message , The Holy Quran that
the Seal Religion of Islamn orders all Muslims all over the world to spread
peace , love , fraternity , cooperation and tolerance and deny aggression
, hatred , enmity , disunity and fanaticism .
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5. AllRighteous , Pious and Believing Muslims are brothers believing
in Allah The one and His Seal Prophet and Apostle Mohammed ( peace
be upon him ) , fostering all Allah pleasing , pure monotheism based and
sound Belief founded virtues , values and principles that formulate the
entity of every Righteous .

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10 . Cleanliness is a religious obligation ( duty ) and a national
objective . It is the base of health and a symbol of faith . To neglect it
is a grave danger . Cleanliness means the cleaning of bodies . clothes .
houses and streets . '
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11 . The Quran is the words of Allah revealed 0 the prophet
Mohammed when he was forty years old and it lasted for twenty three
vears .ItU's the last message that Allah sent to His creations . When
any Muslim recites the Holy Quran he considers himself worshipping
because he repeats the words of Allah .
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12 . The Holy Quran was revealed in Mecca and Medina . The Quran
that revealed in Mecca called for the unity of Allah and the Day of
Resurrection . While the Quran that revealed in Medina called for the
social relationships of Muslims .
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13 . Quran mentioned certain scientific facts which were unknown at

the time of the prophet Mohammed . Now in our time . science caine to
prove what Quran mentioned fourteen centuries ago .
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14 . A Muslim should believe in Allah . His Angles . His books . His
prophets ,the day of Judgment and the destiny . whatever it’s good or
bad . These are called the pillars of faith .
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15 . A Muslim should be wuthful , sincere and he should be have
in a certain acceptable way to others and to himself . He musin’t be
hypocrite . He shouldn’t meet people with one face and meet others
with another face . Truthfulness is the most important cornerstone 1n
building up correct moral behaviour of the Muslim and hypocrisy is the
most corrupted behaviour which corrupts the Muslim .
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16 . “ People are equal as the teeth of the comb “. These are the words
of the prophet Mohammed which are a rule in the Islamic community
that every Muslim should respect the rights and the dignity of the others,
regardless of their colour, race or religion. This is what Islam calls for.
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17. The messenger educated his followers howto deal with others and
gave a good example of himself . The true believer should practise truth
, honesty , dignity , modesty , self control , altruism and all other good
qualities . The true Muslim likes to care for his brothers and believes in
the reward hereafter in our eternal life after death , so we find the true
Muslim ready to sacrifice his life and money for the sake of his religion
and adherence to the teachings of Allah and his messenger .

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5 . Zakau is prescribed by God for those Muslims men and women
who possess enough means . It is assessed at the end of the year on both
the capital and savings from income .

6 . The word “ Salam “ means peace, is not only said by the Muslim
when he performs the five daily prayers . but it 1s also said when he meets
another , whether a Muslim or a non Muslim .

7 . Islam is the religion of all mankind , and , as Allah ( Glory be t0
Him ) willed that it should be the last divine message to the whole world
until He inherits earth and all that is uponit .

8 . The second pillar of Islam is the performance of prayer . A Muslim
must perform prayer five times a day . Prayer is the link that is between
a worshipping Muslim and Allah ( Glory be to him ) prayer should be
preceded by Ablution as external purification taking in consideration
that internal purification is equally important .

9 . The practical and best way of co-operation in Islam is the Alms . It
is called in Arabic Alzzakat . This means the purification . It purifies the
fortune . [t releases the conscience from anxiety when one performs his
duty to God and the society .

10 . Allah ( glory be to him ) has not left man helpless , but He has
provided him with a mind to guide him to what is good and to show him
the clear main road .

11 . The first celebration of Eid El-Fitr dates back to the second year
of Al-Hijrah , the migration of the prophet Mohammed ( Peace be upon
Him ) from Mecca to Medina - to escape persecution where there was
fasting in the month of Ramadan for the first time .

12 . The Muslim world contributed its fair share to human civilization
beginning as early as the 9th century A. D . Arabic literature for example
, largely influenced European thought .
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13 . All Muslim Nations should do their best and harness their efforts
in order to achieve prosperity to all Muslims all over the world .

14 . The religion of Islam has been built up upon five pillars which
are greatly essential for a Muslim to be a true Muslim . Fach pillar serves
a considerably important aspect in a Muslim life and ail pillars form a
cemented and unified structure of a Muslim .

15 . Prayers are performed by Muslims as a means to achieve internal
and external purity . The better the prayers , the close to Allah . Prayers
are performed as five in number yet they equal fifty in reward .

16 . Zakat 1srhethndplllarof Islam . solidarity . security and affability
are clearly shown in the Muslim community tlnough Zakat with its
different types . It is through Zakat thar the rich win the hearts of the
poor and the needy who have their prescribed shares in the wealth and
crops of the rich .

17 . Besides being a considerably important pillar of Islam , Zakat
provides wealth and crops with protection , All those who pay Zakat
(The poor Dues) for their wealth and crops have them readily insured
against loss , damage and destruction . On the other hand . the poor
and the needy have their prescribed shares and consequently have their
hearts filled up with joy and satisfaction and deliberately express their
best wishes for the rich who show kind faces and extend helpful hands .

18 . Days of Pilgrimage represent a golden chance for every Muslim
to have himself restored to himself as he was pure as he was created and
as chaste as he came to life .

19 . One of the main objectives of Islam is to create an ideal human
society . The members of this society should behave collectively as well
as individually . They should help one another . They are encourage 10
do good . their good deeds can relieve them from their bad doing . Once
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a man repents and goes the right way . he should keep on following
. There are many temptations , but he should always overcome Ins
weakness :

Everyone in the Islamic society should be a good example to others.
In other words , every one should begin with himself , he should not
ask others to change unless he has changed himself . If every one waits
till the others have changed . there will be no change whatso  cver . In
many cases people hesitate to change . They have many temptations that
will stand in the way of change . They are not ready 1o sacrifice . God has
granted man his freedom of choice and his resp()nslhlln) . man knows
that which he should avoid , but many a ume . he seeks it , he does this
and that by his own free will .

Islam has granted man’s responsibility and taught him how to use it
for his good and the good of his fellow — men . He is warned and now
and then reminded by lessons and examples . Finally . he is the master
of his own destiny .
