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SUMMARY

This thesis entitled (Al-Sayyab’s Poetic Structuve : Between the Arabic
Literary Heritage and The Western Tradition), explores the influence of the
classical Arabic heritage in the structure of Al-Sayab’s poetry through
identifying the relation between the affective and the affected. It also shows the

influence of the Western culture on Al-Sayab.

This study is divided into two parts, preceded by the Introduction and the
Preface, and followed by the conclusions. The introduction shows the reason
behind choosing the subject, the literature review, the aims of the study and its
methodology, and the plan of the study. The preface studies the concept of
structure lexically and terminologically, and it also shows its nature according
to the Arabic heritage and the Western culture. Each part of the thesis
comprises three chapters. The first part entitled, The Dimensions of the Arabic
Heritage in Al-Sayab’s poetry, comprises three chapters, preceded by a preface,
which shows the meaning of heritage and the reasons why the poet resorts to it.
The first chapter focuses on the shades of the influence through the heritage
language in the utterances, patters and the traditional stylistic phenomena. The
second chapter tackles the influence through the poetic imagery, though
identifying the sources of this poetic imagery in Al-Sayab from nature, and the
religious, literary, historical, and folkloric heritage, also through the myth, the
symbol, and the ingredients of the poetic imagery, taken from the heritage like
simile, metaphor, showing how these ingredients are similar to that of the
classical poet or how modified they are. The third chapter deals with the poetic
musicality, showing how Al-Sayab was influenced by the classical poetic

musicality and its types and elements like rhyme and rhythm.

The second part is concerned with the influence of Al-Sayab by the

Western Culture. This part comprises three chapters, preceded by a preface,
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which shows the doors of AL-Sayab to the Western culture. The first chapter
shows the influence of Al-Sayab by the opinions of the Western peots
concerning the use of the poetic language through the imitation and the
inclusion of them. The second chapter tackles the influence of the poet by the
Western poetic imagery, which is symbolized by the city and the religious
heritage from the Bible. This idea is implemented by both T. S. Eliot and Edith
Sitwell. Also this is shown through the use of legends and the symbols taken
from the West, and also the elements of the image which come as a result of the
influence of the Western literature. Such elements are like simile and metaphor
and others. The third chapter explores the influence of the Western patterns of

the poetic music on AL-Sayab, through internal and external music.

It becomes obvious that Al-Sayab was highly influenced by the Aranic
heritage though the holy Quran and the classical Arabic heritage. This is shown
on his poetic dictionary. Some nonstandard and popular songs expressions
appear in this dictionary, which show the Western influence. The poetic

imagery shows the influence of both the Arabic as well as the Western heritage.

The poetic musicality alternates between using the rhymed poetry, as a
result of the influence of the classical Arabic poetry, and free poetry, which
shows the Western influence on the poet. He writes poetry with different metric

patterns, which show the influence of the Western literature.
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
