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International Crime
Between Permission Justifications & Liability Deterrents
Abstract

Within recent developments in international crime field, and international
judicial systems, it is important to discuss International crime issues, and
related liability, in addition to permission reasons, how to distinguish them
against liability deterrents. It is evident that international crime liability for any
person is justified whenever a person commits an action classified as an
international crime. however there are certain cases recognized by International
Criminal Law; as it is the case in Internal Criminal Law, person may be
excused of any liability. These cases, anyhow, do not share the same legal
features, rather they could be classified into two main categories: permission
justifications or liability deterrents. Notwithstanding what appears to be unity
of consequence shared between them, and duly represented in the fact that a
criminal is not punished for action committed thereby; whereas the difference
between them is apparent.

. Accordingly, permission justifications invalidates the legality basis on

which a crime can be grounded for which action committed doesn’t justify

criminal liability. On the other hand liability deterrents are cases in which the
willingness bears no legal value, and the same can be viewed as legally
invalid, and doesn’t fulfill crime immaterial element. For these reasons, this
paper is divided into four chapters, as follows:
