As well he is a player with Sistrum
so "Barbra" mentioned to him as" the Priest of the Music", he was always
representing the fun and the happiness. Another meaning for his name is the calf
to relate him with the cow Goddess "Hathor" which usually represented as his
mother especially at Dandera and Edfu. Ihi means the Darkness too, so that
shape didn't mention at the Pyramid Texts clearly, just the determinative is
different at the Texts.

"lhi wr" which means "lhi the Great' and that title appeared at the
walls of two Temples of Dandera and Edfu which dated back to the Graeco
Roman Period, in addition this title appears as a sign refers to Horus, Osiris,
also it appears as a sign for the priests during the Graeco roman period.
