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English Summary of The Research

The Tittle of The Research :-

" The Role of The Sportive Tourism in Developing The
Tourist Attraction in Arab Republic of Egypt "

The Problem of The Research And The Need for It :

Tourism has became the main source in the economic
activity in Egypt , as the tourist income represents about 25%
from the national and foreign monetary due to what Egypt
possess of characteristics which put it in unique competitive
position on the international map of tourism .

The industry of tourism has witnessed an increasing
development | after Egypt entered the comprehensive industry
of tourism by it's various tourist products , it's numerous
areas and it's expanded area, as it become adistinguished
center of the tourist attraction . Egypt starts to step large steps
on it's way toward the contemperrary tourism which has
anumerous cultural and remedical product , also the tourism
of conferences , the artistic and musical festivals , and the
sportive tourism .The tourist movement which is coming to
Egypt in (2004) reached to about (7.5) Million of tourists ,
while it 1s expected that the tourist movement which 1is
coming to Egypt will increase in (2005) to ( 9.5) million
tourist . But because of some terroristic movements in some
tourist places in Sharm-El-Shaikh city, abig number of
tourists have hesitated and refused to visit Egypt . As aresult
the number of tourists have reached to(8.3) million tourist .

The international tourism organization declared that "The
portion of Egypt of the tourist movement that is coming to
ward the Middle East has became (24.9%) from the total of
the tourist movement in this area" . Also the rate of spending
for the tourist has increased in their residence period in Egypt
until it became (849) dollar , while the international rate of
spending (681)
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dollar that is what motivated the Egyptian toward the
investigation of the partenered interests among the foreign
investigators the trips , organizors , the flight companys ,
international hotels administrations , and the sportive

unions whether the local or the international . The expanded
communicative compaigns has started it's opportunities of
tourist , artistic , cultural , and sportive development and this
by fixing the number of events and the various residences 1n
the same place and the same time, as the number of the
unchangeable residences has reached to about (30) sportive ,
artistic and cultural residence .

The sportive tourism is considered one of the modem
tourist types which the Egyptian minister of tourism is cared
with including it in the tourist promoting program , this vary
the Egyptian tourist product to face the international
competator for helping on attracting anew kind of tourists
who concentrate their interests on fulfilling the practice and
the sportive watch .

Now in Arab Republic of Egypt , it isn't clear what is the
type of the sports which represents the main reasons or the
fundamental ones which attract the tourists in the view of the
foreign tourist, whether for participating in the events and the
sportif competition ,or following it's events where it was
held, or practicing some kinds of sports by self organizing as
aresult of the provided means of practicing which these
sports need, and this under the Egyptian climate which
doesn't allow for practicing a lot of the winter sports . And
this 1s what the researcher tries to know, and the models and
means which the researcher depend on it for recognizing on
the sportive services which the tourist areas repesent and this
help in making the appearance clear in front of the organizors
of the tourist programs and help in planning the programs of
tourism in general and the sportive tourism especially , in
amanner which is suitable for the needs of the tourist and
thus reaching for the target groups more effectively .
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The Aim of The Research :

It aims at recognizing the role which the sportive tourism
play in developing the tourist attractionin A, R, E .

individuals to Egypt as atourist place ?

2- what are the most attractive sports to the coming tourists to
Egypt ?
3- what are the ways which enable the tourist to reach to the
sportive tourist services which are carried out inside Egypt ?

4- what are the possible means to practice the services of the
sportive tourism in Egypt ?

The used Method :-

The researcher used the descriptive method "comprehensive
studies” to be suitable for the nature of the research .

The sample of the research has included (1000) tourist from
different nationalities , coming to the tourist projects in A R ,E .

Collecting Data Tools :-

The researcher has made apersonal interview with anumber
of responsables of the tourist activities , the sportive
recreational activities , and the hesitants on the tourist
projects in ARE . |
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(2) scale :-

The researcher used the scale for collecting information and
data — He designed the scale from which involved (4)
dimensions — The scale statements were (110).

Field Study :-

After assuring honesty and stability and dentifying levels of
comparison of the response to the scale , the researcher began
applying the scale on the reseach sample which is composed
of (1000) tourist from different nationalities which are
coming to the Arab Republic of Egypt , and this in different
times the application was from 15\ 1\ 2006 To 30\ 2 \2006.
After applying the scale , it was collected and organized and
the appropriate statistical procedures were made .
