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summary

Alawy thinks that the tactical movements in team sports are divided
into offensive or defensive movements each of these movements has its
factors . the offensive ones are plans through which the player tries to win the
game as it forms the launching point to attack and that makes the player
control the indcidents of the game trying to put him in critical situation . the
defensive movements which are called the defensive plans are used by the
player or the team leaving the opponent team control the game depending on
the using the chances of the opponent team .

The attack aims at reaching the goal of the opponent team with the ball
through the shortest and quickest ways suitable to reach the goal . this may be
done by one player running from back to front or by a group of players .
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Attack in soccer is one of the two sides of the planning process which
includes attack and defense together . attack begins by a plan to control the
ball during the match .

Both Sobhy hassanein and Hamdy abdelmoneim (1986) agree that the
style of analyzing the match is considered one of the styles of measurement
because it enables us to evaluate the levels quantitatively and this gives a lot
of chances to collect notes and quantitative information about the preparation
of the players and their levels as we can compare the player with him self and
the player with his opponent namely comparing individuals and evaluating
the individual differences and this is what is called the differences among
groups . we should assure that the style of analyzing the match is an
instructional and educational method to follow the states of the team and
consequently it depicts the abilities of progress in a studied scientific style and
this saves the chances of success and winning games and achieving the
appointed goals of the team .

The offensive tactic of the team depends greatly on the individual
capabilities which are considered to be important for co operation among
players which in its turn needs harmony and cohesion of the individual
movements in the collective performance of the team.

Taha Ismail (1979) thinks that the tactical situation in soccer gives the
player a chance to choose one of multiple choices to the situation so choosing
the suitable solution to the situation is true indication to the player is level and
his advantages . the moment of solving the situation becomes more indicating
and clearer when the situation comes near to the goal . and to shorten the time
of solving the situation is a factor that in closes the abilities of pressing the
player . the time affects greatly on the suitable and ideal evaluation to the
situation and choosing the solution .

Elsayed Abdel Maksoud (1995) mentions that following the
achievement is important in the directing training on the choice and
appointing the level of achievement as a fundamental to plan training . in
addition to that it is gives us information about the effectiveness of training
which was performed .
